SB 1383 Statewide Requirements by 2025
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» Divert 75% of organics
from the landfill

» Recover 20% of edible
food for human
consumption

» Baseline: 2014 Statewide disposal

SB 1383 Jurisdiction Implementation Dates

January 1, 2022:

» Adopt an ordinance
Incorporating all
requirements

» Implement all program
requirements

January 1, 2024:
» Begin enforcement



Jurisdiction Requirement: Provide Organics
Collection Service to all Businesses & Residents

» All businesses and residents
must subscribe to organic
waste collection service

» Contaminants prohibited

» Color-coded collection
containers "

Organics include: food scraps, plant debris,
food-soiled paper, clean paper and cardboard

Establish Edible Food Recovery Program

Conduct Annual Outreach and Education

» Organic waste generators
(all residents and businesses)

» Commercial food generators

» Food recovery organizations

» Haulers

Jurisdiction Requirement:
Monitor Compliance, Enforce, Keep Records

January 1, 2022:

» Annual service compliance & route reviews
» Inspect Tier 1 Edible Food Generators annually
» Educate violators

January 1, 2024

» Inspect Tier 2 Edible Food Generators annually

Jurisdiction Requirement: Adopt
Enforceable Ordinance by January 1, 2022

» Berkeley Implementation Plan:

Opt-in to Alameda County Waste Management Authority
Organics Reduction and Recycling Ordinance

» Complies with SB1383 requirements
» Primarily based on CalRecycle Model Enforcement Ordinance
» Prescriptive regulations leave little room for flexibility
» Authorizes inspection and enforcement

» Repeals existing Mandatory Recycling Ordinance
