CURRENT SITUATION AND ITS EFFECTS

emergency. Additionally, the City Council must approve the order of succession. (BMC
Section 2.88.040)

BACKGROUND

On June 15, 2021 the City Council adopted Resolution No. 69,919-N.S. designating the
line of succession to the position of Director of Emergency Services in the event the
Director is unavailable to perform his or her duties during an emergency. Since that
time, changes in personnel necessitate that a new designation be approved as set forth
in the attached Resolution.
