Re: Draft Encampment Policy and Good Neighbor Guidelines

Introduction

In 2018, in light of a growing unsheltered homelessness crisis on the streets of Berkeley
and the greater Bay Area, the City Council sent three referrals to City staff regarding
homeless encampments and how best to address them:

e 4/26/2018: Direct the City Manager to return to Council with (1) an Ordinance
codifying Regulations for Sitting, Lying, Dogs and Objects on Sidewalks and in
Parklets, (2) a final Encampment Response Policy, and (3) necessary
amendments, if any, to existing policies, Administrative Regulations and/or code
sections impacted by the proposed Ordinance and Policy, for Council adoption.

e 10/16/2018:

o In light of the 9th Circuit Court of Appeal’'s September 4, 2018 ruling in
Martin v. City of Boise, refer to the City Manager further analysis of
Council’'s April 26, 2018 proposed “Regulations for Sitting, Lying, Dogs
and Objects on Sidewalks and in Parklets” and analysis of Berkeley’s
existing regulations and practices, including but not limited to ordinances,
administrative regulations, training protocols and other policies and
practices, related to use and limits to use of sidewalks, parklets, streets,
parks and other City property.

o Refer to the City Manager to collaborate with the offices of the Mayor and
Councilmember Hahn to amend existing and, as necessary, draft new
policies and procedures compliant with the above analysis, and report
back to Council with recommendations for compliant policies.

e 10/16/2018: Refer to the City Manager the development of non-criminal options
for the enforcement of Berkeley laws and regulations related to use of public
space that:

o Reduce, delay or, if possible, eliminate criminal penalties;

o Offer positive alternatives; and

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o Ensure that the City has effective tools for enforcement of laws and
regulations.

o While ensuring effective enforcement, options should delay or avoid
pursuing infractions and misdemeanors and provide options to cure
violations through positive actions such as mandated and verified
community service, education, or participation in social service programs.

Since then, three aspects of these staff referrals have been satisfied:

e Council has since passed a sidewalk ordinance (BMC Section 14.48.120) and
the City Manager has promulgated Administrative Regulation 10.2 to implement
this ordinance.

e The City Attorney’s Office, in July 2021, sent Council a privileged and confidential
memo providing an analysis of Berkeley’s various ordinances and administrative
regulations in light of the Martin v. Boise ruling.

e With the passage of the FY22 budget in June of 2021, the Council created the
Homeless Response Team (HRT) which the City Manager launched in
September 2021. Since that time, the HRT has performed 97 encampment and
RV operations across the City; throughout all this, and despite some very
challenging situations, the HRT has issued citations for infractions or
misdemeanors and has issued fewer than 5 custodial arrests during the course
of encampment operations. Instead, the HRT focuses resolving encampments
through outreach, service referrals, and voluntary compliance, making over 576
shelter offers with an overall acceptance rate of 44%, removing over 950,000
pounds of debris from encampments, issuing 1,151 courtesy public notices, and
greatly reducing the health and safety impacts and overall footprint of
encampments across the City. In sum, the HRT already effectuates the use of
non-criminal options for the enforcement of applicable laws and regulations.

However, in part because of the emergence of a global pandemic and subsequent CDC
guidance pertaining to encampments, a rapidly evolving landscape of case law and
legal risk, and changes in staff leadership, City staff have been unable to respond to the
referral to develop an Encampment Response Policy. With two years and nearly 100
major operations completed; critical lessons learned from both successes and
challenges on the ground; and observations regarding the limits of a city like Berkeley’s
ability to end unsheltered homelessness, the HRT now feels that this is an appropriate
and opportune time to respond to this referral, and will be taking the attached draft
Encampment Response Policy (see Attachment 1) and Good Neighbor Guidelines (see
Attachment 2) to the Homeless Services Panel of Experts for discussion and possible
action at their October 4, 2023 meeting.

Rationale for Encampment Response Policy

Homeless encampments affect nearly every person who lives in, works in, and visits
Berkeley—not the least of whom are the people living in them. Because so many
stakeholders and community members are meaningfully impacted, a robust public
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process to develop a final Encampment Response Policy will be necessary before it can
be adopted by the full City Council. Accordingly, staff do not believe that the attached
draft policy is complete, but rather represents a starting point for the discussion. We are
hopeful that the Homeless Services Panel of Experts, as well as the greater Berkeley
community, will weigh in and shape this policy over the coming weeks and months.

Nevertheless, there are several important parameters that staff firmly believe should be
established as this discussion begins:

e First, this policy must not be confused with or mistaken for a strategic plan to
address homelessness in Berkeley. In the past two years, the City Council has
adopted or endorsed both a County strategic plan to end homelessness! as well
as a regional action plan to reduce unsheltered homelessness in particular.?
Permanent housing is the solution to homelessness, and Berkeley remains
committed to that solution. However, the policy precipitants to our current
homelessness situation have taken decades to unfold, and will likely take
decades to address and undo. The work to implement these strategic plans is
well underway, but they are long-term undertakings, and encampments present
immediate challenges that need policy guidance now.

e Meanwhile, Berkeley as well as the entire State of California, which has roughly
13% of the nation’s general population but half of the unsheltered homeless
population,® finds itself in a short-term affordable housing and shelter crisis. Over
the last year, the City has lost more year-round interim shelter capacity than it
has gained: while we have added 27 beds at the Berkeley Inn and 23 beds at the
new Super 8 program, we have lost 50 beds at Horizon and 40 safe RV parking
spaces at SPARK (both at 742 Grayson, which closed in December 2022) and
22 beds at the Emergency Respite trailer program (which ended June 2023) for a
net loss of 62 beds/interim spaces. On any average day, the HRT has fewer than
10 vacancies to work with across the entire shelter system, meaning that under
the Ninth Circuit’s rulings many encampments in our city must be able to remain
in place. City staff have brought in close to $10M in State Encampment
Resolution Funding grants to establish three new noncongregate shelters for
encampments in the last 18 months—a noteworthy feat for a city that otherwise
is considered too small to receive direct State homeless funding—but we cannot
take on more administrative burden at current staffing levels, and the rate at
which people are becoming unsheltered is outpacing the rate of our work to
respond to it.

e Thus, it is critical to understand and accept that unsheltered homelessness
is our new normal as a community. It is not an acceptable new normal, and we
must strive as a city and community to do better. But as we work towards a

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shared vision of ending unsheltered homelessness, pretending that
encampments will somehow self-resolve, or that City staff will eventually be able
to resolve all of them, is naive. Encampments are born of necessity when people
have nowhere else to go; few people voluntarily choose to live in encampments
and, in the HRT’s experience, most would prefer to live inside if presented with
the right option. And research and data refute the myth that all encampment
residents migrate to generous cities like Berkeley from elsewhere for services.

e Nevertheless, and despite the reality that encampments and unsheltered
homelessness will continue to exist in Berkeley and other communities,
encampments often present very serious health and safety impacts, both to their
residents and the broader public. Better managing these impacts while we
simultaneously work towards policy and funding approaches to solve
homelessness is imperative. Doing so is akin to the now widely-accepted
practice of harm reduction for intravenous drug use: practices like needle
exchanges or safe injection sites do not encourage or enable drug use, but
instead reduce the serious community health impacts of unsafe practices like
needle sharing while the community simultaneously works to reduce the supply
of drugs and help connect those addicted to drugs to treatment. Similarly, city
staff believe that the objective harms of living in dangerous encampments can be
better managed while we simultaneously work to implement strategic,
community-wide plans to end unsheltered homelessness.

Policy Overview

The attached draft Encampment Response Policy reflects two years of HRT experience
as well as known approaches in other peer jurisdictions, federal best practices, and
practical applications of relevant case law. The focus of the policy is on reducing and
eliminating the worst health and safety impacts that encampments have on their
residents and the broader community, and it describes how staff prioritize impacts and
what interventions will be used to address them.

Importantly, the policy affirms that the Berkeley Municipal Code (BMC) governs all who
live in, visit, or work in Berkeley, irrespective of housing status; housing status itself
should confer no immunity to the laws and codes that govern us all. However, the policy
reflects the following truths:

e In a shelter crisis, it may not be possible for people living outside to comply with
every existing code and regulation in Berkeley. The Good Neighbor guidelines
are intended to provide straightforward, harm-reduction oriented guidance to
encampment residents and those who support them about how the City
prioritizes interventions: encampments that can meet these basic health and
safety standards will be deprioritized, while those that do not will be eligible for
City intervention.

¢ Even among those encampments not meeting the Good Neighbor Guidelines,
City staff do not have the resources to enforce every Municipal Code everywhere
and all at once. Staff already make internal decisions about how to prioritize
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limited resources; this policy would provide formal guidance to staff about how to
prioritize application of the BMC.

e This draft policy is silent as to considerations of prioritizing specific locations,
except those that are otherwise addressed in the BMC and present acute safety
concerns (namely, traffic medians and creekbeds in weather specific conditions).
Council may wish to contend with whether and how to prioritize other specific
locations, but should consider how doing so would comport with a policy
framework that focuses on reducing health and safety impacts.

e Finally, criminalizing the status of being unsheltered (i.e., citations/arrests for
sleeping outside or violating overnight parks rules when they have nowhere else
to go) is ineffective and contrary to Berkeley’s values. The policy affirms
Berkeley’s commitment to non-criminal alternatives to enforcement, and to avoid
citation and arrest wherever possible. That said, an open question for the Council
and community to contend with is what to do about those people who refuse or
are non-compliant with non-criminal alternatives, and yet continue to create
impacts to their neighbors.

City staff do not recommend a new encampment ordinance, but rather making this
policy an Administrative Regulation that the Council adopts by Resolution.

Anticipated Process

We will be bringing this policy to the Homeless Services Panel of Experts at their
October 4, 2023 meeting, from 7-9 pm. All members of the public are welcome and
encouraged to attend, and to accommodate as many community members as
possible—and to provide easy access to the meeting for those residents living in the
largest encampments in West Berkeley—the Berkeley Rep has graciously agreed to
host the meeting at their space at 999 Harrison Street (the entrance is on Ninth St north
of Harrison St). Staff will recommend that the Panel provide feedback on the policy, but
immediately refer it to the full Council, who can then assign it to an appropriate policy
subcommittee for further development.

DRAFT City of Berkeley Encampment Response Policy

Draft Date: 9/21/23

Statement of Values:

O

Encampments—while inherently unhealthy for residents and frequently problematic for
surrounding neighbors and businesses—are nevertheless born of necessity for basic
human needs (like sleep, shelter, and community) among residents who lack viable
alternatives. Few people voluntarily choose to be unsheltered and live in encampments.
Resolving encampments requires working with their residents to find viable alternatives
to their unsheltered status. Permanent housing is the solution to homelessness, and
Berkeley is committed to achieving this solution.

In the meanwhile, so long as our State and region remain in an affordable housing and
shelter crisis, unsheltered and encampment homelessness will continue to exist, and
people without shelter must, necessarily, exist in public space.

The City must balance the needs and rights of unsheltered residents with the reasonable
expectation of other community members to safe, clean, and accessible public space.
Finding this balance requires a new social contract, one in which all community
members recognize and respect each other.

Criminalizing unsheltered homelessness itself is ineffective and inconsistent with
Berkeley’s values, but encampments that violate basic standards of public health and
safety have no place in our community.

Definition of Encampment:

@)

An encampment is defined as one or more individuals or households, who:
= Areinvoluntarily unhoused and inhabiting a vehicle or other place not meant for
human habitation, as defined by the Federal Housing and Urban Development
Department (HUD); and
= Meet at least one of the following conditions:
e Use temporary sheltering accommodations such as tents or improvised
structures that they leave at such public location; and/or
e Have accumulated Objects larger than 9 square feet (as defined in
Administrative Regulation 10.2) that they possess or leave at such public
or City property.

A New Social Contract: Good Neighbor Guidelines

O

Berkeley’s encampment Good Neighbor Guidelines (see Attachment 1) are the basic
standards that Berkeley expects of all encampments and unsheltered residents in our
City. Encampments that meet these standards will be deprioritized for City
interventions, while encampments that do not meet these standards will be prioritized
for interventions (types of interventions are defined below).

Respect for the Good Neighbor Guidelines has no bearing on eligibility for outreach or
other services, though the city may periodically concentrate services and resources on
higher-needs encampments to help reduce health and safety issues there.

How the City prioritizes encampments for response:




Public

o Nobody should have to live outside and Berkeley is committed to ending the
unsheltered status of every resident with resources tailored to the person’s needs. Since
resources are limited, City interventions (defined below) are prioritized in the following
fashion and the City Manager shall have the final authority on determining relative
priorities:

=  Lowest Priority:

e Encampments meeting the Good Neighbor guidelines.

e Tents/vehicles with an external footprint of belongings or debris that is
less than 9 square feet as required in Administrative Regulation 10.2,
and not otherwise creating ADA accessibility issues. Since most tents
cannot meet the 9 square foot maximum, the size of an individual tent
itself shall not be included in this assessment.

= Medium Priority:

e Accumulated possessions, trash and debris exceeding 9 square feet.

e ADA-passage obstructions of the public right-of-way and extension of
belongings/debris into the roadway.

e Interference with businesses and residences and public infrastructure.

e Hindrances to construction or other City-issued permits.

e Vehicles that meet community caretaking standards for removal, as
defined in California state law®.

e Impacts to water quality.

= Highest Priority

e Extreme environmental hazards, including impacts to fish and wildlife
and exposure to toxic materials.

e Imminent health hazards, including rodents and rodent harborage
conditions, syringes, and raw sewage.

e Imminent fire or life safety hazards, including, unsafe structures,
accumulation of combustible materials, and imminently unsafe location
such as a street median or a creekbed in flash flood conditions.

o The mere act of living in a vehicle is not illegal in Berkeley. For the wellbeing of the
unsheltered given the City’s shelter crisis, vehicles used as shelter, absent any
parking/municipal code violations and/or community caretaking needs, will not be
prioritized for a city intervention as defined in this policy.

e Types of Interventions:

o The City is committed to harm-reduction approaches to resolving problems stemming
from encampments: first and foremost, we aim to reduce and eliminate health and
safety violations. Closing an encampment may not always be necessary to abate such
violations.

o The Berkeley Municipal Code (BMC) governs all Berkeley residents and visitors,
sheltered and unsheltered alike. Persistent violations of the Good Neighbor Guidelines
or other Municipal Code violations may result in enforcement of the BMC as applicable

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and as resources permit. In so doing, the City prefers not to cite and arrest anyone, and
citation and arrest will be avoided whenever possible.

o The City may apply, as resources permit, one or more of the following non-criminal (i.e.,
non citation/arrest) alternatives to enforcement. Application of these interventions is
situation-specific and not every intervention may be necessary or appropriate:

=  Public noticing and encouragement to voluntarily relocate/comply with rules.

= Health and hygiene interventions — dumpsters, toilets/wash stations, mobile
shower and laundry.

=  Voluntary trash and debris removal.

= Deep cleanings, in which medium- or high-priority encampments (defined
above) will be addressed without requiring the encampment to be closed.

= Encampment Closure:

e Encampment closures require relocation of the individuals and their
possessions from a particular location. This includes towing of vehicles
that meet community caretaking standards, as defined in State law.

e Closures are reserved for instances when medium and high-priority
violations cannot be resolved with less intensive interventions.
Whenever possible, given limited city resources, closures shall be
performed in accordance with Federal best practices and all applicable
laws.? At a minimum, shelter or other housing resources shall be offered
to everyone living in the encampment prior to its closure.

o Citation/arrest will be reserved for case-by-case situations where the situation cannot
be resolved with non-criminal interventions. This policy shall not preempt the Berkeley
Police Department or Berkeley Fire Department from responding to public safety calls
for service at encampments.

Good Neighbor Guidelines for Encampments

In order to create a safe, clean environment for everyone in this encampment community, please try to follow these guidelines:

1.

Please throw away your trash and old food. To prevent rats, please try to keep good food in closed containers and throw away
old food and trash. To help assist with this, the City can provide you with rolls of trash bags to help stash your trash, and can provide
trash removal service as well. Please call the Homeless Response Team at 510-529-5376. These are no-cost ways to keep your area
and the community a little cleaner.

Please keep your belongings out of the road. The closer you and your belongings are to moving traffic, the greater chance there is
for accidents and injuries to you and others. To prevent this, please keep everything out of the roadway and parking spaces. To help
assist with this, the City can help find storage options or can work with you to schedule a clean-up in your area. For help with either

of these, please call the Homeless Response Team at 510-529-5376.

Please do not build any structures out of wood, metal, or other materials that can create a fire hazard or injury risk. To assist
you with this, the City and other nonprofit organizations may be able to provide new tents or sheltering materials to replace unsafe
structures. Please contact the Homeless Response Team at 510-529-5376 for more information.

Please try to stay to one sidewalk side of the street. Our sidewalks are for everyone’s use. Blocking sidewalks on both sides of the
street prevents people from safely walking to catch the bus or get to work, so please try to keep one of the two sidewalks on every
street clear. To help assist with this, the City can work with you to schedule a clean-up in your area. For help with this or to discuss
shelter options, please call the Homeless Response Team at 510-529-5376.

Please be fire safe. Warming or cooking fires on the sidewalk are not permitted in Berkeley and can be very unsafe. But if you need
to use fire, please be fire safe: use a commercial device or sturdy, non-combustible container intended for the type of fire you're
using, such as a charcoal barbeque, and keep fire at least 10 feet away from combustible materials (like wood, fuel, paper, plastic
tarps, tents, etc.) whenever possible. Never use fire under a tarp, inside a tent, or in an enclosed space. The fire could easily spread
to the tarp or tent and toxic fumes and gases from the fire and smoke could accumulate and harm you. If you would like more fire
safety information, please contact Fire Prevention at 510-981-5585.

Though the City may still need to intervene for other reasons, sticking to these rules will help avoid the need for City interventions, such as
encampment deep cleanings or closures. An ongoing lack of respect for these rules may result in a Public Notice and/or a City intervention.

FISCAL IMPACTS OF RECOMMENDATION

The fiscal impacts have already been met under the state-approved Mental Health
Services Act plan for an Encampment Mobile Mental Health Wellness Team to provide
mental health wellness services to support unhoused persons in encampments in
Berkeley for 4-5 years for a total of $2.8 million dollars in MHSA monies.

CURRENT SITUATION AND ITS EFFECTS

The state of California has already approved a plan for 4-5 years for Berkeley to
implement an Encampment Mental Health Wellness Mobile Team which provide support
services in a client-centered manner, to encampments of unhoused persons. Under this
plan, the services would be provided consistent with the unhoused persons wishes as to
what they want and need to promote their mental health wellness. This plan will be
implemented with Mental Health Services Act monies for a total of about 2.8 million over
a 4-5 year period. The provider has been selected but not yet, publicly announced as of
this writing.

Last year, the unhoused, who were unsheltered, suffered a brutal winter where they often
were left without equipment and warm clothing. In particular, they were in need of tents,
rain gear and clothing such as gloves and hats. It is expected that these inclement
weather needs will continue unless provisions are made for regular delivery of these
items.

RV dwellers, and other vehicle dwellers, are a visible number of unhoused persons in the
community who also have wellness needs and could benefit from the Encampment
Mobile Mental Health Wellness Team consistent with the state-approved plan.

In order for the Homeless Services Panel of Experts (HSPE) to review and make
Measure P recommendations to meet Council's deadlines, three special meetings were
held.

In January, 2024, HSPE will be conducting an intensive review of funding proposals
under the community agency allocation funding process. Due to the three special
meetings that had to be called, without the restoration of one regular monthly meeting,
HSPE would not have an opportunity to meet between August-December to discuss
homeless policy and make recommendations to Council. As such, HSPE would not
have any meetings for the last five months in 2023. Without the granting of one
additional meeting, HSPE would not meet until January, 2024 when they will be
involved in the community agency allocation process reviewing and scoring funding
proposals.

During the current funding process, HSPE believes that they need additional information
brought to them by staff and to have fact-gathering and exploratory discussions

between funding cycles. This cannot be done without the addition of an eleventh
meeting this October.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

SB 326, Eggman. The Behavioral Health ServicesAct.

(1) Existing law, the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA), an
initiative measure enacted by the voters as Proposition 63 at the
November 2, 2004, statewide general election, funds a system of
county mental health plans for the provision of mental health
services. Existing law authorizes the MHSA to be amended by a
7, vote of the Legidature if the amendments are consistent with
and further the intent of the MHSA. Existing law authorizes the
Legislature to add provisions to clarify procedures and terms of
the MHSA by magjority vote.

If approved by the voters at the March 5, 2024, statewide primary
election, thisbill would recast the MHSA by, among other things,
renaming it the Behavioral Health ServicesAct (BHSA), expanding
it to include treatment of substance use disorders, changing the
county planning process, and expanding servicesfor which counties
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and the state can use funds. The bill would revise the distribution
of MHSA moneys, including allocating up to $36,000,000 to the
department for behavioral health workforce funding. The bill would
authorize the department to require a county to implement specific
evidence-based practices.

This bill would require a county, for behavioral health services
eligible for reimbursement pursuant to the federal Social Security
Act, to submit the clams for reimbursement to the State
Department of Health Care Services (the department) under specific
circumstances. The bill would require counties to pursue
reimbursement through various channels and would authorize the
counties to report issues with managed care plans and insurers to
the Department of Managed Health Care or the Department of
Insurance.

The MHSA establishes the Mental Health Services Oversight
and Accountability Commission and requiresit to adopt regul ations
for programs and expenditures for innovative programs and
prevention and early intervention programs established by the act.
Existing law requires counties to develop plans for innovative
programs funded under the MHSA.

This bill would rename the commission the Behavioral Health
Services Oversight and Accountability Commission and would
change the composition and duties of the commission, as specified.
Thebill would delete the provisionsrel ating to innovative programs
and instead would require the counties to establish and administer
aprogram to provide housing interventions. The bill would provide
that “low rent housing project,” as defined, does not apply to a
project that meets specified criteria.

This bill would make extensive technical and conforming
changes.

(2) Existing law, the Bronzan-McCorquodale Act, contains
provisions governing the operation and financing of community
mental health services for persons with mental disordersin every
county through locally administered and locally controlled
community mental health programs. Existing law further provides
that, to the extent resources are available, community mental health
services should be organized to provide an array of treatment
options in specified areas, including, among others, case
management and individual service plans. Under existing law,
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mental health services are provided through contracts with county
mental health programs.

The bill would authorize the State Department of Health Care
Services to develop and revise documentation standards for
individual service plans, as specified. The bill would revise the
contracting process, including authorizing the department to
temporarily withhold funds or impose monetary sanctions on a
county behavioral health department that isnot in compliance with
the contract.

(3) Thebill would provide that its provisions are severable.

(4) The bill would provide for the submission of specified
sections of thisbill and AB 531 to the voters at the March 5, 2024,
statewide primary election, as specified.

(5) Thishill would declarethat it isto take effect immediately
as an urgency statute.

(@ Onein20adultsin Californiaisliving with aserious mental
illness (SM1). One in 13 children in California has a serious
emotional disturbance (SED) and 30 percent of youth 12 to 24
years of age experience serious psychological distress.

(b) Onein 10 Californians meet the criteriafor a substance use
disorder.

() Thenumber of amphetamine-related emergency department
(ED) visits increased nearly 50 percent between 2018 and 2020,
whilethe number of non-heroin-related opioid ED visits, including
fentanyl ED visits, more than doubled in the same period. Data
shows a 121% increase in opioid deaths between 2019 and 2021.

(d) Nationally, suicide rates among youth between 10 and 18
years of age have increased. Hospitals have reported a significant
increase in the number of adol escents seeking psychiatric treatment
in emergency departments.

(e) Veterans have a higher rate of suicide than the general
population and experience higher rates of menta illness or
substance abuse disorder. In 2020, there were over 10,000
Californian veterans experiencing homel essness.
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(f) Recent research from the University of California, San
Francisco found that the majority of homeless Californians (82%)
reported a period in their life where they experienced a serious
mental health condition. More than one quarter (27%) had been
hospitalized for amental health condition. Nearly two-thirds (65%)
reported having had a period in their life in which they regularly
used illicit drugs.

(g) Cdifornia’s behavioral hedlth care system must serve the
state’'s diversity of people, families, and communities and reduce
gaps in access and outcomes for al—including gaps due to
geography, age, gender, race, ethnicity, or other factors identified
by data.

(h) Research shows that incarcerating the mentaly ill is
counterproductive to rehabilitation and long-term public safety
due to recidivism. It costs $100,000 per person to incarcerate an
estimated 150,000 peoplewho are mentally ill; treatment provides
far better outcomes at far less cost.

(i) The limited availability of community-based care facilities
to support rehabilitation and recovery contributes to the growing
crisis of homelessness and incarceration among those living with
a mental health disorder. Research indicates that the state has a
shortage of over 2,700 subacute and nearly 3,000 community
residential beds. This shortage leadsto hugeincreasesin emergency
department visits for mental health treatment at a very high cost.

SEC. 2. The purposes and intent in enacting this act are as
follows:

(& In2004, Californiavoters passed Proposition 63, the Mental
Health ServicesAct (MHSA) to expand mental health support and
services in Californiacommunities.

(b) The time has come to modernize the MHSA to focus funds
where they are most needed: expanding services to include
treatment for those with substance use disorders and prioritizing
care for those with the most serious mental illness, including the
disproportionate number experiencing unsheltered homel essness.

() Reforms will provide guaranteed, ongoing resources for
housing for those needing behaviora health servicesand continuing
support for prevention and early intervention. Thisincludestaking
awhole person approach that is streamlined and seamlessin service
delivery, and supports the individual’s recovery and well-being.

Safety Code, but no longer complying with program standards
established pursuant to this section, in accordance with Chapter 5
(commencing with Section 11500) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title
2 of the Government Code.

(3) Provisionsfor site visits by the State Department of Health
Care Servicesfor the purpose of reviewing afacility’s compliance
with program standards established pursuant to this section.

(4) Provisions for the community care licensing staff of the
State Department of Social Services to report to the State
Department of Health Care Serviceswhen thereisreasonable cause
to believe that acommunity treatment facility isnot in compliance
with program standards established pursuant to this section.

(5) Provisionsfor the State Department of Health Care Services
to provide consultation and documentation to the State Department
of Social Services in any administrative proceeding regarding
denial, suspension, or revocation of acommunity treatment facility
license.

(e) The standards adopted by regulations pursuant to
subdivisions (a) and (b) shall include, but not be limited to,
standards for treatment, staffing, and for the use of psychotropic
medication, discipline, and restraintsin thefacilities. The standards
shall also meet the requirements of Section 4094.5.

() (1) A community treatment facility shall not be required by
the State Department of Health Care Services to have 24-hour
onsite licensed nursing staff, but shall retain at least one full-time,
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or full-time-equivalent, registered nurse onsite if all of the
following are applicable:

(A) Thefacility does not use mechanical restraint.

(B) Thefacility only admits children who have been assessed,
at the point of admission, by alicensed primary care provider and
alicensed psychiatrist, who have concluded, with respect to each
child, that the child does not require medical servicesthat require
24-hour nursing coverage. For purposes of thissection, a“primary
care provider” includes a person defined in Section 14254, or a
nurse practitioner who has the responsibility for providing initial
and primary careto patients, for maintaining the continuity of care,
and for initiating referral for specialist care.

(C) Other medical or nursing staff shall be available on call to
provide appropriate services, when necessary, within one hour. In
order for a placement in a community treatment facility to be
funded with federal Aid to Families with Dependent
Children-Foster Care on behaf of an eligible child, the facility
shall maintain registered or licensed nursing staff and other licensed
clinical staff who are onsite, according to the facility’s treatment
model, and who are available 24 hours a day and 7 days a week.
If consistent with the facility's treatment model, a community
treatment facility may access the same nursing resources as those
made available to a short-term residential therapeutic program
pursuant to Section 4096.55.

(D) All direct care staff shall be trained in first aid and
cardiopulmonary resuscitation, and in emergency intervention
techniques and methods approved by the Community Care
Licensing Division of the State Department of Social Services.

(2) The State Department of Health Care Services may adopt
emergency regulations as necessary to implement this subdivision.
The adoption of these regulations shall be deemed to be an
emergency and necessary for the immediate preservation of the
public peace, hedth and safety, and general welfare. The
regulations shall be exempt from review by the Office of
Administrative Law and shall become effectiveimmediately upon
filing with the Secretary of State. The regulations shall not remain
in effect more than 180 days unless the adopting agency complies
with all the provisions of Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section
11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code,
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as required by subdivision (e) of Section 11346.1 of the
Government Code.

(g) During theinitial public comment period for the adoption
of the regulations required by this section, the community care
facility licensing regulations proposed by the State Department of
Social Services and the program standards proposed by the State
Department of Health Care Services shall be presented
simultaneously.

(h) A minor shall be admitted to acommunity treatment facility
only if the requirements of Section 4094.5 of this code, Section
1530.9 of the Health and Safety Code, and either of the following
conditions are met:

(1) The minor is within the jurisdiction of the juvenile court,
and has made voluntary application for mental health services
pursuant to Section 6552.

(2) Informed consent isgiven by aparent, guardian, conservator,
or other person having custody of the minor.

(i) Any minor admitted to acommunity treatment facility shall
have the same due process rights afforded to a minor who may be
admitted to a state hospital, pursuant to the holding in In re Roger
S. (1977) 19 Cal.3d 921. Minors who are wards or dependents of
the court and to whom this subdivision applies shall be afforded
due processin accordance with Section 6552 and related case law,
including In re Michael E. (1975) 15 Cal.3d 183. Regulations
adopted pursuant to Section 4094 shall specify the procedures for
ensuring theserights, including provisionsfor notification of rights
and the time and place of hearings.

(5) Treatment for clients who have been suffering from an
untreated serious mental illness or substance use disorder, or both,
for less than one year and who do not require the full range of
servicesbut are at risk of becoming homeless or incarcerated unless
comprehensiveindividual and family support servicesare provided
consistent with the planning process specified in subdivision (d).
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Thisincludes servicesthat are available and designed to meet their
needs, including housing for clientsthat isimmediate, transitional,
permanent, or all of these services.

(e) The service planning process shall ensure that adults and
older adults receive age-appropriate, gender-appropriate, and
culturally appropriate services, or appropriate services based on a
characteristic listed or defined in Section 11135 of the Government
Code, to the extent feasible, that are designed to enable recipients
to:

(1) (A) Liveinthe most independent, least restrictive housing
feasible in the local community and for clients with children and
youth, to live in a supportive housing environment that strives for
reunification with their children and youth or assists clients in
maintaining custody of their children and youth, as appropriate.

(B) Assist individuals to rgjoin or return to a home that had
previously been maintained with a family member or in a shared
housing environment that is supportive of their recovery and
stabilization.

(2) Engage in the highest level of work or productive activity
appropriate to their abilities and experience.

(3) Create and maintain a support system consisting of friends,
family, and participation in community activities.

(4) Access an appropriate level of academic education or
vocational training.

(5) Obtain an adequate income.

(6) Self-manage their illness and exert as much control as
possible over both the day-to-day and long-term decisions that
affect their lives.

(7) Accessnecessary physical health care and maintain the best
possible physical health.

(8) Reduce or eliminate serious antisocia or criminal behavior
and thereby reduce or eliminate their contact with the justice
system.

(9) Reduce or eliminate the distress caused by the symptoms of
either serious mental illness or substance use disorder, or both.

(10) Utilize trauma-informed approachesto reduce traumaand
avoid retraumati zation.

(f) (1) (A) Theclient’sclinical record shall describethe service
array that meets the requirements of subdivisions (c) and (€) and,
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to the extent applicable to the individual, the requirements of
subdivisions (a) and (b).

(B) The State Department of Health Care Servicesmay develop
and revise documentation standards for service planning to be
consistent with the standards devel oped pursuant to paragraph (3)
of subdivision (h) of Section 14184.402.

(2) Documentation of the service planning processintheclient’s
clinical record pursuant to paragraph (1) may fulfill the
documentation requirements for both the Medi-Cal program and
this section.

(g) For purposes of this section, “behavioral health services’
shall have the meaning as defined in subdivision (j) of Section
5892.

(h) For purposes of this section, “ substance use disorder” shall
have the meaning as defined in subdivision (c) of Section 5891.5.

(i) This section shall become operative on July 1, 2026, if
amendments to the Mental Health Services Act are approved by
the voters at the March 5, 2024, statewide primary election.

SEC. 39. Section 5813.5 of the Welfare and Institutions Code
isamended to read:

5813.5. Subject to the availability of funds from the Mental
Health Services Fund, the state shall distribute funds for the
provision of services under Sections 5801, 5802, and 5806 to
county mental health programs. Services shall be availableto adults
and seniors with severe illnesses who meet the eligibility criteria
in subdivisions (b) and (c) of Section 5600.3. For purposes of this
act, “seniors’” means older adult persons identified in Part 3

(2) To promote consumer-operated servicesasaway to support
recovery.

(3) Toreflect the cultural, ethnic, and racial diversity of mental
health consumers.

(4) To plan for each consumer’sindividual needs.

(e) The plan for each county mental health program shall
indicate, subject to the availability of funds as determined by Part
4.5 (commencing with Section 5890) of this division, and other
funds available for mental health services, adults and seniorswith
a severe mental illness being served by this program are either
receiving services from this program or have a mental illness that
is not sufficiently severe to require the level of services required
of this program.

(f) Each county plan and annual update pursuant to Section
5847 shall consider ways to provide services similar to those
established pursuant to the Mentally 11l Offender Crime Reduction
Grant Program. Funds shall not be used to pay for persons
incarcerated in state prison. Funds may be used to provide services
to persons who are participating in a presentencing or
postsentencing diversion program or who are on parole, probation,
postrelease community supervision, or mandatory supervision.
When included in county plans pursuant to Section 5847, funds
may be used for the provision of mental health services under
Sections 5347 and 5348 in counties that elect to participate in the
Assisted Outpatient Trestment Demonstration Project Act of 2002

1), and for the provision of services to clients pursuant to Part 8
(commencing with Section 5970).

Security Act (42 U.S.C. Sec. 1396, et seq. and 1397aa, et seq.)
when such service is paid, in whole or in part, using funds from
the Behavioral Health Services Fund established pursuant to
Section 5890.

(2) (A) Tomaximizefunding from other sources, acounty shall
seek reimbursement for a behavioral health service, supportive

(1) To promote concepts key to the recovery for individuals
who have amental illness or substance use disorder, or both: hope,
personal  empowerment, respect, social  connections,
self-responsibility, and self-determination.

(2) To promote consumer-operated servicesasaway to support
recovery.
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(3) To reflect the cultural, ethnic, and racial diversity of
behavioral health consumers by addressing the inequities in
behavioral health service delivery.

(4) To planfor each consumer’sindividual needs.

(f) The integrated plan for each county pursuant to Section
5963.02 shall indicate, subject to the availability of funds as
determined by Part 4.5 (commencing with Section 5890) and other
fundsavailablefor behavioral health services as defined in Section
5892, that eligible adults and older adults, as defined in Section
5892, being served by this program are either receiving services
from this program or have a menta illness or substance use
disorder that is not sufficiently severe to require the level of
services required of this program.

(g9) (1) Eachcounty integrated plan and annual update pursuant
to Section 5963.02 shall consider ways to provide mental health
services similar to those established pursuant to the Mentally Il
Offender Crime Reduction Grant Program.

(2) Funds shall not be used to pay for persons incarcerated in
state prison.

(3) Funds may be used to provide services to persons who are
participating in a presentencing or postsentencing diversion
program or who are on parole, probation, postrelease community
supervision, or mandatory supervision or in acommunity reentry
program.

(4) Whenincluded in county integrated plans pursuant to Section
5963.02, funds may be used for the provision of mental health
services under Sections 5347 and 5348 in counties that elect to
participate in the Assisted Outpatient Treatment Demonstration
Project Act of 2002 (Article 9 (commencing with Section 5345)
of Chapter 2 of Part 1) and for the provision of servicesto clients
pursuant to Part 8 (commencing with Section 5970).

SEC. 41. Section 5813.6 of the Welfare and Institutions Code
is amended to read:

5813.6. (a) (1) By July 1 of each year, the Director of Health
Care Services shall submit to the Legidature final budget
enactment information regarding the expenditure of Proposition
63 funding for each state department, and for each major program
category specified in the measure, for local assistance.

(b) All projects included in the innovative program portion of
the county plan shall meet the following requirements:

(1) Address one of the following purposes as its primary
purpose:

(A) Increase accessto underserved groups, which may include
providing access through the provision of permanent supportive
housing.

(B) Increase the quality of services, including measurable
outcomes.

(C) Promote interagency and community collaboration.

(D) Increase access to services, which may include providing
access through the provision of permanent supportive housing.

(2) Support innovative approaches by doing one of the
following:

(A) Introducing new mental health practices or approaches,
including, but not limited to, prevention and early intervention.

(B) Making a change to an existing mental health practice or
approach, including, but not limited to, adaptation for anew setting
or community.

(D) Participating in a housing program designed to stabilize a
person’s living situation while also providing supportive services
on site.

(c) An innovative project may affect virtually any aspect of
mental health practices or assess anew or changed application of
apromising approach to solving persistent, seemingly intractable
mental health challenges, including, but not limited to, any of the
following:

(1) Administrative, governance, and organizational practices,
processes, or procedures.

(2) Advocacy.

(3) Education and training for service providers, including
nontraditional mental health practitioners.
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(4) Outreach, capacity building, and community development.

(5) System development.

(6) Public education efforts.

(7) Research. If research is chosen for an innovative project,
the county mental health program shall consider, but isnot required
to implement, research of the brain and its physica and
biochemical processes that may have broad applications, but that
have specific potential for understanding, treating, and managing
mental illness, including, but not limited to, research through the
Cal-BRAIN program pursuant to Section 92986 of the Education
Code or other collaborative, public-private initiatives designed to
map the dynamics of neuron activity.

(8) Services and interventions, including prevention, early
intervention, and treatment.

(9) Permanent supportive housing development.

(d) If an innovative project has proven to be successful and a
county choosesto continueit, the project workplan shall transition
to another category of funding as appropriate.

(e) County mental health programs shall expend fundsfor their
innovation programs upon approval by the Mental Health Services
Oversight and Accountability Commission.

(f) If amendments to the Menta Health Services Act are
approved by the voters at the March 5, 2024, statewide primary
election, this section shall become inoperative on July 1, 2026,
and as of January 1, 2027, is repealed.

SEC. 43. Section 5830 isadded to the Welfare and Institutions
Code, to read:

5830. (@) (1) Each county shall establish and administer a
program for housing interventions to serve persons who are
chronically homeless or experiencing homelessness or are at risk
of homelessness, as defined in Section 5892, and meet one of the
following conditions:

(A) Eligible children and youth, as defined in Section 5892.

(B) Eligible adultsand older adults, as defined in Section 5892.

(2) Housing interventions shall not be limited to individuals
enrolled in full-service partnerships pursuant to subdivision (d) of
Section 5887.

(3) Housing interventions shall not be limited to individuals
enrolled in Medi-Cal.
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(4) Housing interventions shall not discriminate against or deny
accessto housing for individualsthat are utilizing medications for
addiction treatment or other authorized medications.

(5) Housing interventions shall comply with the core
components of Housing First, as defined in subdivision (b) of
Section 8255, and may include recovery housing, as defined by
the federal Department of Housing and Urban Devel opment.

(b) (1) County programsfor housing interventions may include
any of the following:

(A) Rental subsidies.

(B) Operating subsidies.

(C) Shared housing.

(D) Family housing for eligible children and youth who meet
the criteria specified in subdivision (a).

(E) The nonfederal sharefor transitional rent.

(F) Other housing supports, as defined by the State Department
of Health Care Services, including, but not limited to, the
community supports policy guide.

(G) Capital development projects, including affordable housing,
as described in paragraph (2).

(H) Project-based housing assistance, including master leasing
of project-based housing.

(1) Funds pursuant to paragraph (1) of subdivision (a) of Section
5892 shall not be used for mental health and substance use disorder
treatment services.

(2) (A) County programsfor housing interventions may include
capital devel opment projects, under the provisions of Section 5831,
to either construct or rehabilitate housing units, or both, for the
persons meeting the criteria specified in subdivision (@) consistent
with the State Department of Health Care Services guidelines for
this purpose.

(B) Theunitsfunded pursuant to thisprovision shall be available
in a reasonable timeframe, as specified by the State Department
of Health Care Services and consistent with the county integrated
plan pursuant to Section 5963.02, and shall meet a cost-per-unit
threshold as specified by the State Department of Heath Care
Services.

(C) For purposes of this section and Section 5831, “affordable
housing” includes supportive housing. “Supportive housing” has
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the same meaning as defined in Section 50675.14 of the Health
and Safety Code.

(3) County programs for housing interventions shall comply
with al requirements specified by the State Department of Health
Care Services, pursuant to Section 5963.05, for the purposes of
administering paragraphs (1) and (2).

(©) (1) Totheextentthat necessary federal approvalshave been
obtained for the Medi-Cal program to cover housing interventions
and federal financial participation is available and not otherwise
jeopardized, the housing interventions funds distributed pursuant
to paragraph (1) of subdivision (@) of Section 5892 may be used
for the nonfederal share of Medi-Cal covered housing related
services. The housing intervention funds distributed pursuant to
paragraph (1) of subdivision (a) of Section 5892 shall only cover
the costs that cannot be paid for with Medi-Cal program funds,
including costs for Medi-Ca members enrolled in a Medi-Cal
managed care plan, as defined in subdivision (j) of Section
14184.101, that does not cover those services.

(2) Funds shall not be used for housing interventions covered
by a Medi-Cal managed care plan, as defined in subdivision (j) of
Section 14184.101.

(d) Notwithstanding any other law, acapital development project
funded pursuant to this section shall not constitute a “low rent
housing project,” as provided for in subdivision (e).

(e) “Low rent housing project,” asdefined in Section 1 of Article
XXXIV of the California Constitution, does not apply to aproject
that meets any of the following criteria

(1) The project meets both of the following criteria:

(A) Is privately owned housing, receiving no ad valorem
property tax exemption other than exemptions granted pursuant
to subdivision (f) or (g) of Section 214 of the Revenue and Taxation
Code, not fully reimbursed to all taxing entities.

(B) Not more than 49 percent of the dwellings, apartments, or
other living accommaodations of the devel opment may be occupied
by persons of low income.

(2) The project is privately owned housing, is not exempt from
ad valorem taxation by reason of public ownership, and is not
financed with direct long-term financing from a public body.

(3) The project is intended for owner-occupancy, which may
include alimited-equity housing cooperative, as defined in Section
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50076.5 of the Health and Safety Code, cooperative, or
condominium ownership rather than for rental-occupancy.

(4) Theproject consists of newly constructed, privately owned,
one- to four-family dwellings not located on adjoining sites.

(5) Theproject consists of existing dwelling unitsleased by the
state public body from the private owner of these dwelling units.

(6) The project consists of the rehabilitation, reconstruction,
improvement, or addition to, or replacement of, dwelling units of
a previously existing low-rent housing project or a project
previously or currently occupied by lower income households, as
defined in Section 50079.5 of the Health and Safety Code.

(7) The project consists of the acquisition, rehabilitation,
reconstruction, or improvement, or any combination thereof, of a
project that, prior to the date of the transaction to acquire,
rehabilitate, reconstruct, or improve, or any combination thereof,
was subject to acontract for federal or state public body assistance
for the purpose of providing affordable housing for low-income
households and maintains, or entersinto, a contract for federal or
state public body assistance for the purpose of providing affordable
housing for low-income households.

(8) The project consists of the acquisition, rehabilitation,
reconstruction, alterations work, or new construction, or a
combination thereof, of lodging facilities or dwelling units using
moneys received from the Behavioral Health Services Fund
established pursuant to subdivision (a) of Section 5890.

(f) This section shall be implemented only to the extent that
funds are provided from the Behavioral Health Services Fund for
purposes of this section. This section does not obligate the counties
to use funds from any other source for services pursuant to this
section.

(g) This section shall become operative on July 1, 2026, if
amendments to the Mental Health Services Act are approved by
the voters at the March 5, 2024, statewide primary election.

SEC. 44. Section 5831 isadded to the Welfare and Institutions
Code, to read:

5831. (@) (1) Notwithstanding any other law, a capitd
development project funded, in whole or in part, pursuant to
Section 5892 shall be a use by right that shall be subject to the
streamlined, ministerial review process, pursuant to subdivision
(b), if it meets all of the following criteria:
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(A) (i) Affordable housing shall be located in a zone where
multifamily residential, office, retail, or parking are a principally
permitted use. Nothing here shall be construed to limit other
housing interventions pursuant to Section 5830 that conform to
existing zoning.

(ii) The intent of capital development funding is to prioritize
the production of housing that provides|ong-term housing stability.

(B) Atleast 75 percent of the perimeter of the site adjoinsparcels
that are developed with urban uses.

(C) It satisfiesthe requirements specified in subparagraphs (B)
to (K), inclusive, of paragraph (6) of subdivision (a) of Section
65913.4 of the Government Code.

(D) Itisnot on asite or adjoined to any site where more than
one-third of the square footage on the siteis dedicated to industrial
use.

(E) The development will meet the following objective zoning
standards, objective subdivision standards, and objective design
review standards:

(i) For affordable housing, the applicable objective standards
shall be those for the zone that alows residential use at a greater
density between the following:

() The existing zoning designation for the parcel if existing
zoning alows for residential use.

(I1) The zoning designation for the closest parcel that allows
residential use at a density deemed appropriate to accommodate
housing for lower income households in that jurisdiction as
specified in paragraph (3) of subdivision (c) of Section 65583.2
of the Government Code.

(if) The applicable objective standards shall be those in effect
at the time that the development application is submitted to the
local government pursuant to this article.

(iii) A development proposed pursuant to this section shall be
eligible for the same density bonus, incentives or concessions,
waivers or reductions of devel opment standards, and parking ratios
applicable to a project that meets the criteria specified in
subparagraph (G) of paragraph (1) of subdivision (b) of Section
65915 of the Government Code.

(F) No housing units were acquired by eminent domain.

(G) The housing units will be in decent, safe, and sanitary
condition at the time of their occupancy.
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(H) The project meetsthelabor standards contained in Sections
65912.130 and 65912.131 of the Government Code.

(1) The project provides housing for individuals who meet the
criteria specified in subdivision (a) of Section 5830 and their
families.

(J) Affordable housing shall require long-term covenants and
restrictions require the housing units to be restricted to persons
who meet the criteriaspecified in subdivision (a) for no fewer than
30 years.

(2) (A) For purposesof thissubdivision, parcelsonly separated
by a street or highway shall be considered to be adjoined.

(B) For purposes of this subdivision, “dedicated to industrial
use” means any of the following:

(i) The sguare footage is currently being used as an industrial
use.

(i) The most recently permitted use of the square footageisan
industrial use.

(iii) The site was designated for industrial use in the latest
version of a local government’s general plan adopted before
January 1, 2022.

(b) The project shall be subject to the following streamlined,
ministerial review process.

(1) (A) If thelocal government determines that a devel opment
submitted pursuant to this article is consistent with the objective
planning standards specified in this article, it shall approve the
development.

(B) If a local government determines that a development
submitted pursuant to this article is in conflict with any of the
objective planning standards specified in thisarticle, it shall provide
the development proponent written documentation of which
standard or standards the development conflicts with, and an
explanation for the reason or reasons the development conflicts
with that standard or standards, within the following timeframes:

(i) Within 60 days of submission of the development proposal
to the local government if the development contains 150 or fewer
housing units.

(i1) Within 90 days of submission of the devel opment proposal
to the local government if the development contains more than
150 housing units.
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(C) If the local government fails to provide the required
documentation pursuant to subparagraph (B), the development
shall be deemed to satisfy the required objective planning
standards.

(D) (i) For purposesof thissection, adevelopment isconsistent
with the objective planning standards if there is substantial
evidence that would allow a reasonable person to conclude that
the development is consi stent with the objective planning standards.

(if) For purposes of this section, adevelopment isnot in conflict
with the objective planning standards solely on the basis that
application materials are not included, if the application contains
substantial evidence that would alow a reasonable person to
conclude that the development is consistent with the objective
planning standards.

(E) Thedetermination of whether aproposed project submitted
pursuant to this section is or is not in conflict with the objective
planning standards is not a“project” as defined in Section 21065
of the Public Resources Code.

(2) Designreview of the devel opment may be conducted by the
local government’s planning commission or any equivalent board
or commission responsible for design review. That design review
shall be objective and be strictly focused on ng compliance
with criteriarequired for streamlined, ministerial review of projects,
as well as any reasonable objective design standards published
and adopted by ordinance or resolution by a local jurisdiction
before submittal of the development to the local government, and
shall be broadly applicable to developmentswithin the jurisdiction.

(10) Partnerships with local educational agencies and
school-based behavioral health professionalstoidentify and address
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children exposed to, or who are at risk of exposure to, adverse and
traumatic childhood events and prolonged toxic stress.

(d) “Early psychosis and mood disorder detection and
intervention” has the same meaning as set forth in paragraph (2)
of subdivision (b) of Section 5835 and may include programming
across the age span.

(e) “Youth outreach and engagement” means strategies that
target out-of-school youth and secondary schoolage youth,
including, but not limited to, all of the following:

(1) Establishing direct linkages for youth to community-based
mental health and substance use disorder treatment services.

(2) Participating in  evidence-based  practices and
community-defined evidence programs for mental health and
substance use disorder treastment services.

(3) Providing supports to facilitate access to services and
programs, including those utilizing community-defined evidence
practices, for underserved and vulnerable populations, including,
but not limited to, members of ethnically and racialy diverse
communities, members of the LGBTQ+ communities, victims of
domestic violence and sexual abuse, and veterans.

(4) Establishing direct linkagesfor studentsto community-based
mental health and substance use disorder treatment services for
which reimbursement is available through the students' health
coverage.

(5) Reducing racia disparities in access to mental health and
substance use disorder treastment services.

(6) Providing school employees and students with education
and training in early identification, intervention, and referral of
students with mental health and substance use disorder needs.

(7) Strategies and programs for youth with signs of behavioral
or emotional problems or substance misuse who are at risk of, or
have had, contact with the child welfare or juvenilejustice system.

(8) Integrated youth mental health and substance use disorder
programming.

(f) “Culturally competent and linguistically appropriate
intervention” refersto aprogram that createscritical linkageswith
community-based organizations, including, but not limited to,
clinicslicensed or operated under subdivision (a) of Section 1204
of the Health and Safety Code and clinics exempt from clinic
licensure pursuant to subdivision (c¢) of Section 1206 of the Health
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and Safety Code. The community-based organizations include
facilities and providers licensed or certified by the State

(1) Cdifornia has realigned public community mental health
services to counties and it is imperative that sufficient
community-based resources be available to meet the mental health
needs of eigibleindividuals.
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(2) Increasing accessto effective prevention, early intervention,
outpatient, and crisis stabilization services provides an opportunity
to reduce costs associated with expensive i npatient and emergency
room care and to better meet the needs of individualswith mental
health disorders in the least restrictive manner possible.

(3) Almost one-fifth of peoplewith mental health disordersvisit
a hospital emergency room at least once per year. If an adequate
array of crisisservicesisnot available, it leavesan individual with
little choice but to access an emergency room for assistance and,
potentially, an unnecessary inpatient hospitalization.

(4) Recent reports have called attention to acontinuing problem
of inappropriate and unnecessary utilization of hospital emergency
rooms in California due to limited community-based services for
individuals in psychological distress and acute psychiatric crisis.
Hospitals report that 70 percent of people taken to emergency
rooms for psychiatric evaluation can be stabilized and transferred
to alessintensive level of crisis care. Law enforcement personnel
report that their personnel need to stay with people in the
emergency room waiting area until a placement isfound, and that
lessintensive levels of care tend not to be available.

(b) This section shall be known, and may be cited, as the
Investment in Mental Health WellnessAct of 2013. The objectives
of this section are to do all of the following:

(1) Expand access to prevention, early intervention, and
treatment services to improve the client experience, achieve
recovery and wellness, and reduce costs.

(2) Expand the continuum of services to address crisis
prevention, crisis intervention, crisis stabilization, and crisis
residential treatment needs that are wellness, resiliency, and
recovery oriented.
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(3) Addat least 25 mobile crisis support teamsand at least 2,000
crisis stabilization and crisis residential treatment beds to bolster
capacity at thelocal level to improve accessto menta heath crisis
services and address unmet mental health care needs.

(4) Add at least 600 triage personnel to provide intensive case
management and linkage to services for individuals with mental
health care disorders at various points of access, such as at
designated community-based service points, homeless shelters,
and clinics.

(5) Reduce unnecessary hospitalizations and inpatient days by
appropriately utilizing community-based services and improving
access to timely assistance.

(6) Reduce recidivism and mitigate unnecessary expenditures
of local law enforcement.

(7) Providelocal communitieswith increased financial resources
to leverage additional public and private funding sourcesto achieve
improved networks of care for individuals with mental health
disorders.

(8) Provideacomplete continuum of crisisservicesfor children
and youth 21 years of age and under regardless of where they live
in the state. The funds included in the 2016 Budget Act for the
purpose of developing the continuum of mental heath crisis
servicesfor children and youth 21 years of age and under shall be
for the following objectives:

(A) Provideacontinuum of crisisservicesfor children and youth
21 years of age and under, regardless of where they live in the
state.

(B) Provide for early intervention and treatment services to
improve the client experience, achieve recovery and wellness, and
reduce costs.

(C) Expand the continuum of community-based services to
address crisisintervention, crisis stabilization, and crisisresidential
treatment needs that are wellness, resiliency-, and
recovery-oriented.

(D) Add at least 200 mobile crisis support teams.

(E) Add at least 120 crisis stabilization services and beds and
crisis residential treatment beds to increase capacity at the local
level toimprove accessto mental health crisis services and address
unmet mental health care needs.
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(F) Addtriage personnel to provideintensive case management
and linkage to services for individuals with mental health care
disorders at various points of access, such as at designated
community-based service points, homeless shelters, schools, and
clinics.

(H) Expand family supportive training and related services
designed to help families participate in the planning process, access
services, and navigate programs.

() Reduce unnecessary hospitalizations and inpatient days by
appropriately utilizing community-based services.

(J) Reduce recidivism and mitigate unnecessary expenditures
of local law enforcement.

(K) Provide loca communities with increased financial
resourcesto leverage additional public and private funding sources
to achieve improved networks of care for children and youth 21
years of age and under with mental health disorders.

(c) Through appropriations provided in the annual Budget Act
for this purposg, it is the intent of the Legidlature to authorize the
CaliforniaHealth Facilities Financing Authority, hereafter referred
to as the authority, and the Mental Health Services Oversight and
Accountability Commission, hereafter referred to as the
commission, to administer competitive selection processes or a
sole-source contracting process as provided in this section for
capital capacity and program expansion to increase capacity for
mobile crisis support, crisis intervention, crisis stabilization
services, crisis residential treatment, and specified personnel
resources.

(d) Funds appropriated by the Legidlature to the authority for
purposes of this section shall be made available to selected
counties, or counties acting jointly. The authority may, at its

(C) Geographic areas or regions of the state to be eligible for
grant awards, which may includerural, suburban, and urban areas,
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and may include use of the five regional designations utilized by
the County Behavioral Health DirectorsAssociation of California.

(D) Leve of community engagement and commitment to project
completion.

(E) Financial support that, in addition to a grant that may be
awarded by the authority, will be sufficient to complete and operate
the project for which the grant from the authority is awarded.

(F) Ability to provide additional funding support to the project,
including public or private funding, federal tax credits and grants,
foundation support, and other collaborative efforts.

(G) Memorandum of understanding among project partners, if
applicable.

(H) Information regarding the legal status of the collaborating
partners, if applicable.

(1) Ability to measure key outcomes, including improved access
to services, health and mental health outcomes, and cost benefit
of the project.

(3) The authority shall determine maximum grants awards,
which shall takeinto consideration the number of projects awarded
to the grantee, as described in paragraph (1), and shall reflect
reasonable costs for the project and geographic region. The
authority may allocate a grant in increments contingent upon the
phases of a project.

(4) Fundsawarded by the authority pursuant to this section may
be used to supplement, but not to supplant, existing financial and
resource commitments of the grantee or any other member of a
collaborative effort that has been awarded a grant.

(5) All projects that are awarded grants by the authority shall
be compl eted within areasonable period of time, to be determined
by the authority. Funds shall not be released by the authority until
the applicant demonstrates project readiness to the authority’s
satisfaction. If the authority determines that a grant recipient has
failed to complete the project under the terms specified in awarding
the grant, the authority may require remedies, including the return
of all or aportion of the grant.

(6) A granteethat receivesagrant from the authority under this
section shall commit to using that capital capacity and program
expansion project, such as the mobile crisis team, crisis
stabilization unit, or crisis residential treatment program, for the
duration of the expected life of the project.
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(7) Theauthority may consult with atechnical assistance entity,
as described in paragraph (5) of subdivision (a) of Section 4061,
for purposes of implementing this section.

(8) The authority may adopt emergency regulations relating to
the grants for the capital capacity and program expansion projects
described in this section, including emergency regulations that
define eligible costs and determine minimum and maximum grant
amounts.

(9) The authority shall provide reports to the fiscal and policy
committees of the Legislature on or before May 1, 2014, and on
or before May 1, 2015, on the progress of implementation, that
include, but are not limited to, the following:

(A) A description of each project awarded funding.

(B) Theamount of each grant issued.

(C) A description of other sources of funding for each project.

(D) Thetotal amount of grantsissued.

(E) A description of project operation and implementation,
including who is being served.

(10) A recipient of agrant provided pursuant to paragraph (1)
shall adhere to all applicable laws relating to scope of practice,
licensure, certification, staffing, and building codes.

(e) Of the funds specified in paragraph (8) of subdivision (b),
it is the intent of the Legidature to authorize the authority to
administer competitive selection processes as provided in this
section for capital capacity and program expansion to increase
capacity for mobile crisis support, crisis intervention, crisis
stabilization services, crisis residential treatment, family respite
care, family supportive training and related services, and triage
personnel resources for children and youth 21 years of age and
under.

(f) Funds appropriated by the Legisature to the authority to
address crisis services for children and youth 21 years of age and
under for the purposes of this section shall be made available to
selected counties or counties acting jointly.

The client
shall be provided information on how to contact their designated
person or entity.

(d) A persona services coordinator shall perform all of the
following:

() The county shall ensure that each provider furnishing
services to clients maintains and shares, as appropriate, client
health records in accordance with professional standards.

(v) Connect children and youth to a source of ongoing mental
health services, including, but not limited to, through Medi-Cal,
specialty mental health plans, county mental health programs, or
private health coverage.

(vi) Continue to provide services and activities under this
program after grant funding has been expended.
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(d) Grants awarded pursuant to this section shall be used to
provide support services that include, at a minimum, al of the
following:

(1) Services provided on school campuses, to the extent
practicable.

(2) Suicide prevention services.

(3) Drop-out prevention services.

(4) Outreach to high-risk youth and young adults, including,
but not limited to, foster youth, youth who identify as LGBTQ+,
victims of domestic violence and sexua abuse, and youth who
have been expelled or suspended from school.

(5) Placement assistance and devel opment of a service plan that
can be sustained over timefor studentsin need of ongoing services.

(5) Ongoing engagement services hecessary to maintain enrolled
individuals in their treatment plan inclusive of clinica and
nonclinical services, including services to support maintaining
housing.

(6) Other evidence-based services and treatment models, as
specified by the State Department of Health Care Services.

(7) The service planning process pursuant to Sections 5806 or
5868 and all services identified during the applicable process.

(8) Housing interventions pursuant to Section 5830.

(b) (1) (A) Full-service partnership services shall be provided
pursuant to awhole-person approach that istraumainformed, age
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appropriate, and in partnership with families or an individual’s
natural supports.

(B) These services shal be provided in a streamlined and
coordinated manner so asto reduce any barriers to services.

(2) Full-service partnership services shall support theindividual
in the recovery process, reduce health disparities, and be provided
for thelength of timeidentified during the service planning process
pursuant to Sections 5806 and 5868.

(c) Full-service partnership programs shal employ
community-defined evidence practices, as specified by the State
Department of Health Care Services.

(d) (1) Full-service partnership programs shall enroll eligible
adults and older adults, as defined in Section 5892, who meet the
priority population criteria specified in subdivision (c) of Section
5892 and other criteria, as specified by the State Department of
Health Care Services.

(2) Full-service partnership programs shall enroll €ligible
children and youth, as defined in Section 5892.

(e) Full-service partnership programs shall have an established
standard of care with levels based on an individual’s acuity and
criteria for step-down into the least intensive level of care, as
specified by the State Department of Health Care Services, in
consultation with the Behavioral Health Services Oversight and
Accountability Commission, counties, providers, and other
stakeholders.

(f) All behavioral health services, as defined in subdivision (j)
of Section 5891.5, and supportive services provided to a client
enrolled in afull-service partnership shall be paid from the funds
allocated pursuant to paragraph (2) of subdivision (a) of Section
5892, subject to Section 5891.

(9) (1) Theclinical record of each client participating in afull
service partnership program shall describe al services identified
during the service planning process pursuant to Sections 5806 and
5868 that are provided to the client pursuant to this section.

(3) (A) Tomaximizefunding from other sources, acounty shall
seek reimbursement for a behavioral health service, supportive
service, housing intervention, or other related activity provided,
pursuant to subdivision (a) of Section 5892, that is covered by or
can be paid from another available funding source, including other
mental health funds, substance use disorder funds, public and
private insurance, and other local, state, and federal funds. This
paragraph does not require counties to exhaust other funding
sources before using behaviora health services fund moneys to
pay for aservice or related activity.

(B) A county shall make a good faith effort to enter into
contracts, single case agreements, or other agreements to obtain
reimbursement with health care service plans and disability
insurance plans, pursuant to Section 1374.72 of the Health and
Safety Code and Section 10144.5 of the Insurance Code.

(C) A county shall also submit requests for prior authorization
for services, request letters of agreement for payment as an
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out-of-network provider, and pursue other means to obtain
reimbursement in accordance with state and federal laws.

(4) (A) A county may report to the Department of Managed
Health Care or the Department of Insurance, as appropriate,
complaints about a health plan’s or a health insurer’s failure to
make a good faith effort to contract or enter into a single case
agreement or other agreement with the county.

(C) Upon receipt of acomplaint from a county, the Department
of Managed Health Care or the Department of Insurance, as
applicable, shall timely investigate the complaint.

determined by the State Department of Health Care Services. The
State Department of Health Care Services shall collaborate with
the California State Association of Counties and the County
Behavioral Heath Directors Association of California on
reasonable criteria for those reguests and a timely and efficient
exemption process. Requests for approval of an exemption under
this subparagraph shall be responded to, approved, or denied within
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30 days of receipt by the department, or shall otherwise be deemed
approved by the department.

(C) Commencing with the 2032-35 fiscal years county
integrated plan, pursuant to Section 5963.02, and ongoing

(2) (A) Thirty-five percent of the funds distributed to counties
pursuant to subdivision (c) of Section 5891 shall be used for
full-service partnership programs pursuant to Part 4.1 (commencing
with Section 5887).

(B) Commencing with the 2032-35 fiscal years county
integrated plan, pursuant to Section 5963.02, and ongoing
thereafter, the State Department of Health Care Services may
establish criteria and a process for approving reguests for an
exemption from subparagraph (A) that considers factors such as
county population, client counts, and other factors as determined
by the State Department of Health Care Services. The State
Department of Health Care Services shall collaborate with the
California State A ssociation of Countiesand the County Behaviora
Health Directors Association of California on reasonable criteria
for those requests and atimely and efficient exemption process.

(C) Housing interventions provided to individuals enrolled in
full-service partnership programs shal be funded pursuant to
subparagraph (A) of paragraph (1).

(3) (A) Thirty-five percent of the funds distributed to counties
pursuant to subdivision (c) of Section 5891 shall be used for the
following Behavioral Health Services and Supports:

(v) Capital facilities and technological needs.

(vi) Innovative behavioral health pilots and projects.

(B) (i) A county shall utilize at least 51 percent of Behavioral
Hedth Services and Supports funding for early intervention
programs.

(if) A county shall utilize at least 51 percent of the county’s
funding allocated for early intervention programs to serve
individuals who are 25 years of age and younger.

(iii) A county shall comply with other funding allocations
specified by the State Department of Health Care Servicesfor the
purposes listed in subparagraph (A).

(4) (A) A county may pilot and test innovative behavioral health
models of care programs or innovative promising practicesfor the
programs specified in paragraphs (1), (2), and (3).

(B) Thegoal of theseinnovative pilots and innovative promising
practicesisto build the evidence base for the effectiveness of new
statewide strategies.

(5) The programs established pursuant to paragraphs (1), (2),
(3), and (4) shall include services to address the needs of eligible
children and youth, 0 to 5 years of age, inclusive, transition age
youth, and foster youth.

(6) A county isonly obligated to fund the programs established
pursuant to paragraphs (1) to (4), inclusive, with the funds it
receives pursuant to subdivision (c) of Section 5891.

(b) (1) A county shall establish and maintain a prudent reserve
to ensure county programs are able to continue to meet the needs
of children and youth, adults, and older adults participating in

(A) Arechronically homeless or experiencing homelessness or
are at risk of homelessness.

(B) Arein, or at risk of being in, the juvenile justice system.

(C) Are reentering the community from a youth correctional
facility.

(D) Arein the child welfare system pursuant to Section 300,
601, or 602.

(E) Areat risk of institutionalization.

() (1) (A) Notwithstanding subdivision (a) of Section 5891,
the alocations pursuant to subdivision (a) shall include funding
for annual planning costs pursuant to Sections 5963.02 and
5963.03.

(B) The total of these costs shall not exceed 5 percent of the
total of annual revenues received for the Local Behavioral Health
Services Fund.

(C) The planning costs shall include funds for county mental
health and substance use disorder programsto pay for the costs of
consumers, family members, and other stakeholdersto participate
in the planning process.

(2) (A) Notwithstanding subdivision (a) of Section 5891, the
allocations pursuant to subdivision (a) may include funding to
improve plan operations, quality outcomes, fiscal and

Theinitiative
shall focus on efforts to build and support the workforce to meet
the need to provide holistic and quality services and support the
development and implementation of strategies for training,
supporting, and retaining the county behavioral health workforce
and noncounty contracted behavioral health workforce, including
efforts to increase the racia, ethnic, and linguistic diversity of
behavioral health providersand increase accessto behaviora health
providersin geographically underserved areas.

(ili) A portion of theworkforceinitiative may focus on providing
technical assistance and support to county contracted providersto
implement and maintain workforce provisions that support the
stabilization and retention of the broad behavioral health workforce.

(iv) A portion of theworkforceinitiative may focuson providing
technical assistance and support to county and contracted providers
to maximize the use of peer support specialists.

(E) The costs for the State Department of Public Health to
provide popul ation-based mental heal th and substance use disorder
prevention programs. A minimum of 4 percent of the total funds
allocated pursuant to this subdivision shall be distributed to the
State Department of Public Health for this purpose. Of these funds,
at least 51 percent shall be used for programs serving popul ations
who are 25 years of age or younger. The State Department of
Public Health shall consult with the State Department of Health
Care Services and the Behavioral Health Services Oversight and
Accountability Commission to ensure the provision of these
programs.

(V) Prevent suicide, self-harm, or overdose.

(iii) Population-based prevention programs may beimplemented
statewide or in community settings.

(iv) Population-based prevention programs shall not includethe
provision of early intervention, diagnostic, and treatment for
individuals.

(v) Population-based prevention programs shall be provided on
a schoolwide or classroom basis and may be provided by a
community-based organization off campus or on school grounds.

(vi) School-based prevention supports and programs shall be
provided at a school site or arranged for by a school on a
schoolwide or classroom basis and shall not provide services and
supportsfor individuas. These supports and programs may include,
but are not limited to:

(I) School-based health centers, student wellness centers, or
student wellbeing centers.

(I1) Activities, including, but not limited to, group coaching and
consultation, designed to prevent substance misuse, increase
mindfulness, self-regulation, development of protective factors,
calming strategies, and communication skills.

(111) Integrated or embedded school-based programs designed
to reduce stigma associated with seeking help for mental health
challenges and substance use disorders.

(V) Student mental health first aid programs designed to
identify and prevent suicide or overdose.
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(V) Integrated training and systems of support for teachers and
school administrators designed to mitigate suspension and
expulsion practices and assist with classroom management.

(vii) Early childhood popul ation-based prevention programsfor
children 0to 5 years of age, inclusive, shall be provided in arange
of settings.

(viii) Funding under this provision shall comply with Section
5891 and shall be used to strengthen popul ation-based strategies
and not supplant funding for services and supports for which
ongoing funding is available through Children and Youth
Behavioral Health Initiative or other sources.

(F) TheBehavioral Health ServicesAct Innovation Partnership
Fund as provided for in Section 5845.1. A maximum of twenty
million dollars ($20,000,000) shall be deposited into the fund
annually, for fiscal years 202627 to 203031, inclusive. Thereafter
funding shall be determined through the annual budget act.

(G) At its discretion, the commission may utilize funding
received in support of the Mental Health Wellness Act to support
this section, consistent with subparagraph (F) of paragraph (2) of
subdivision (g), and subdivision (h), of Section 5848.5.
