Development Standards + Definitions

e Max Size
o If underlying zoning standards (e.g. coverage, open space,
front yard setbacks) cannot be met

o If all underlying zoning standards can be met
e Front yard setbacks
e Accessory Structures (balconies, decks)
e Projections (eaves, bay windows)

e Efficiency Kitchen Definition
