Due to covid, seniors are not able to come on site and we cannot collect enroliment forms or statistical information from the vast majority of seniors that take
wellness classes, or attend educational events and workshops. We are able to collect statistics on people receiving nutrition and case management services
but those who participate by Zoom for classes and events are not required to fill out paperwork everytime they participate which is different from the past in-
person process.

Overall nutrition service utilization has increased by 30% due to covid. Case management assistance has remained level and the number of people
accessing wellness programs and educational events have increased.
