A. Balancing the Budget in Uncertain Times: A Proposal to Increase Reserves
and Balance the FY2021 Budget

Recommendation: 1) Allocate an additional approximately $22M to the General
Fund Stability Reserves, with 55% going to the Stabilization Reserve Fund and 45%
to the Catastrophic Reserve Fund, using funds drawn from the unassigned General
Fund Balance currently held in the City of Berkeley’s Pooled Investment Portfolio, to
fund Reserves at 30% of adopted FY2020 General Fund revenues; 30% being the
minimum long term goal for the General Fund Reserves level provided under “Target
Reserves Levels” in the General Fund Reserves Policy. 2) Amend the General Fund
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Committee Action Items

Reserves Policy, as shown in Attachment 1 to this item, to: a. Limit the use of
Catastrophic Reserves to up to 5 of funds available per incident, per year. b. Limit
the use of Stability Reserves to up to 4 of funds available per incident, per year. c.
Allow up to 5 of both Catastrophic and Stability Reserves to be used in the same
year to respond to the same incident if the catastrophic event triggers both
immediate unanticipated expenses and a Fiscal Emergency, as defined in the
General Fund Reserves Policy, and the City Council declares such Fiscal
Emergency. 3) Declare a Fiscal Emergency due to the COVID-19 pandemic and
allocate "3 of fully funded Catastrophic Reserves and Vs of fully funded Stability
Reserves (approximately $20M total out of $60M, leaving a remainder of 40M in
Reserves) to help fill the approximately $32-35M projected shortfall in FY2021
revenues, to sustain General Fund operations and support essential services and
necessary staffing levels. 4) Adopt a replenishment schedule, as required in the
General Fund Reserves Policy, to replenish General Fund Reserves to 30% of prior
year General Fund Revenues within ten years, as follows: Starting in FY2022,
annually assign $3M from unassigned General Fund Balance to the General Fund
Reserves, with 55% to the Stabilization Reserve Fund and 45% to the Catastrophic
Reserve Fund, until such time as the General Fund Reserves equal 30% of the
previous year's General Fund Revenues (minus any additional Reserves that may be
withdrawn to address another catastrophic event and/or downturn, or the same
incident - COVID-19 - in a future year).

RECOMMENDATION

1. Allocate an additional approximately $22M to the General Fund Stability Reserves, with
55% going to the Stabilization Reserve Fund and 45% to the Catastrophic Reserve
Fund, using funds drawn from the unassigned General Fund Balance currently held in
the City of Berkeley’s Pooled Investment Portfolio, to fund Reserves at 30% of adopted
FY2020 General Fund revenues; 30% being the minimum long term goal for the General
Fund Reserves level provided under “Target Reserves Levels” in the General Fund
Reserves Policy.

2. Amend the General Fund Reserves Policy, as shown in Attachment 1 to this item, to:

a. Limit the use of Catastrophic Reserves to up to ¥: of funds available per incident,
per year.

b. Limit the use of Stability Reserves to up to ¥4 of funds available per incident, per
year.

c. Allow up to ¥s of both Catastrophic and Stability Reserves to be used in the same
year to respond to the same incident if the catastrophic event triggers both
immediate unanticipated expenses and a Fiscal Emergency, as defined in the
General Fund Reserves Policy, and the City Council declares such Fiscal
Emergency.

3. Declare a Fiscal Emergency due to the COVID-19 pandemic and allocate V5 of fully
funded Catastrophic Reserves and "4 of fully funded Stability Reserves (approximately
$20M total out of $60M, leaving a remainder of 40M in Reserves) to help fill the
approximately $32-35M projected shortfall in FY2021 revenues, to sustain General Fund
operations and support essential services and necessary staffing levels.
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4. Adopt a replenishment schedule, as required in the General Fund Reserves Policy, to
replenish General Fund Reserves to 30% of prior year General Fund Revenues within
ten years, as follows:

Starting in FY2022, annually assign $3M from unassigned General Fund Balance
to the General Fund Reserves, with 55% to the Stabilization Reserve Fund and
45% to the Catastrophic Reserve Fund, until such time as the General Fund
Reserves equal 30% of the previous year’'s General Fund Revenues (minus any
additional Reserves that may be withdrawn to address another catastrophic
event and/or downturn, or the same incident - COVID-19 - in a future year).

It is expected that replenishment will be completed within 8 years of withdrawal,
well within the General Fund Reserves Policy’s requirement that funds be
replenished within 10 years of withdrawal. The final replenishment installment
may be less than $3M.

This proposed replenishment schedule applies only to the approximately $20M
withdrawal of General Fund Reserves to support the FY2021 Budget. Any
additional amounts that may be withdrawn in this or a future year to address
another catastrophic event, or for COVID-19, will be replenished according to a
schedule adopted at the time of such withdrawal.

5. Direct the City Manager to return to Council for adoption a revised FY2021 budget that
includes the approximately $20M in additional General Funds made available through
allocation of V5 of fully funded Catastrophic and Stability Reserves. The Budget should
include all Measure P allocations made by the City Council in December of 2019 and
incorporate approximately $12-15M in spending reductions (representing approximately
6%-8% of previously adopted FY 2021 General Fund expenditures).

SUMMARY STATEMENT

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic and the effects of necessary Shelter-In-Place orders that have
shut down much of the local, state and national economies, the City of Berkeley is
simultaneously managing a major health crisis and facing an unprecedented financial shock,
expected to lead to a short- or longer-term economic downturn or depression.

These conditions are exactly what the Council had in mind when the City’s first formally
designated General Fund Catastrophic and Stability Reserves were created in 2017. Assigned
General Fund Reserves were first funded at 13.8% of adopted 2017 General Fund Revenues
and have increased every year since. At the end of FY2019, the City had approximately $36.6M
in assigned General Fund Reserves, representing approximately 18.2% of adopted FY2019
General Fund revenues.
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The City has instituted a hiring freeze and is looking at other measures to address an estimated
$32-$35M shortfall as compared to revenues adopted in the existing 2021 Budget, including
allocations of measure P funds made in December of 2019. Addressing this shortfall will require
applying a portion of both Catastrophic and Stability Reserves as well as reducing previously
adopted FY2021 expenditures.

To support the City’s recovery from COVID-19 and its impacts on the health and economy of the
community, this item proposes to (1) fully fund General Fund Reserves at 30% of FY2020
adopted General Fund revenues, (2) approve a policy that allows only %5 of General Fund
Reserves to be allocated per year, per incident, (3) allocate ¥ of fully funded General Fund
Reserves to support COVID-related expenses and revenue shortfalls in FY2021, (4) pursuant to
the General Fund Reserves Policy, adopt a replenishment plan for withdrawn General Fund
Reserves, and (5) adopt a revised budget for FY2021 that incorporates allocation of
approximately $20M in General Fund Reserves to support General Fund Revenues plus
reductions in expenditures necessary to achieve a balanced FY2021 budget.

BACKGROUND

Background for Referral #1: Allocate an additional approximately $22M to the General
Fund Stability Reserves to fund Reserves at 30% of adopted FY2020 General Fund
revenues; 30% being the minimum long term goal for the General Fund Reserves level
provided under “Target Reserves Levels” in the General Fund Reserves Policy.

Berkeley bases its annual budgets on estimated annual revenues; looking at expected income
and expenditures over the same year.

But yearly income is not the only money Berkeley has. Berkeley also has “money in the bank”
from a variety of sources, held for a variety of reasons. It keeps that money in two large funds
that are invested according to strict rules about how a municipality, or Berekley, may invest.

One is a trust fund, which holds money for employee retiree health benefits'. As of March 31,
2020, that fund, the Retiree Medical Plan Trust Fund, had a balance of ~$48M.

The other fund, the Pooled Cash Investment Portfolio (PCIP), holds the City’s “idle funds?” - the
fund balances from all other City funds - that are invested together. As of March 31, 2020, the
PCIP held approximately $476M. Most of the money in the PCIP is held for a specific purpose
and is restricted, committed or assigned.®> These kinds of monies can only be used for purposes
for which they are designated/held. Other monies in the PCIP are assigned and unassigned
General Fund monies - referred to in financial documents as “General Fund Balance.”

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This General Fund Balance is divided into “assigned” and “unassigned” categories. Among the
“assigned” portion of the General Fund Balance (per the May 4, 2020 Budget Update) is the
City’s approximately $37.8M in previously designated General Fund Reserves. The
“unassigned” General Fund Balance is available to be assigned to General Fund Reserves.

In light of the seriousness of the financial crisis we face as a City, this item proposes to assign
approximately one half of unassigned General Fund Balance held in the PCIP to the City’s
General Fund Reserves (also held in the PCIP), making additional Reserves funding available
for the purposes outlined in the City’s General Fund Reserves Policy, raising the Reserve
Balance up to the City’s long-term goal of at least 30% of Adopted General Fund Revenues,
and helping the City meet needs and address shortfalls brought on by the current health and
fiscal crises.

Background for Referral #2: Amend the General Fund Reserves Policy

The City’s adopted General Fund revenues for FY2020 are $196,913,849,* or approximately
$200M. Thirty percent of $200M is $60M. As of the May 4, 2020 Budget Update, the General
Fund Reserve Balance was $37.8M, with $20.9M in the Stability Reserve and $16.9M in the
Catastrophic Reserve. The allocation of an additional approximately $22M to Reserves brings
the total General Fund Reserves Balance to ~$60M, or 30% of adopted FY2020 General Fund
revenues. With these additional Reserves in hand, there is additional money available to
support the City’s projected 2021 revenue shortfalls due to the COVID-19 crisis.

Unfortunately, it cannot be assumed that (1) FY2021 will be the only year when the City faces
shortfalls due to COVID-19 and (2) COVID-19 will be the only crisis the City faces in the near
future.

COVID-19 will most likely impact Berkeley’s budget for several years, with actual impacts
impossible to predict with much accuracy, despite the City Manager's best efforts to make
projections.® It will be necessary to revisit decisions every year, quarter and month at a time
until the City - and the state, country and world - understand the short, mid- and long-term
impacts of the COVID-19-related economic shock we have experienced. For this reason, it
would be imprudent to spend too large of a portion of the City’s General Fund Reserves, even
fully funded, in one year.

Similarly, with high wildfire risks and the ever-present risk of a catastrophic earthquake, it's not
impossible that there may be additional demands on the City’s General Fund Reserves. The
City must be prepared to meet these potential additional crises; and again, cannot devote too
large a portion of Reserves, even fully funded, to addressing COVID-19.

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To address these two factors - the likely need to spread COVID-related relief across several
years, and the need to hold Reserves for potential additional crises, the Budget and Finance
Committee has recommended modifications to the City’s General Fund Reserves Policy. This
item proposes adoption of a similar set of amendments that achieve the same goals with
additional clarity, and additional clarifications to the Policy. See Attachment 1.

The amendments allow for only 5 of either General Fund Reserves to be allocated in response
to a single event in a single year.

Background for Referral # 3: Declare a Fiscal Emergency due to the COVID-19 pandemic
and allocate s of fully funded Catastrophic Reserves and " of fully funded Stability
Reserves (approximately $20M total) to help fill the approximately $32-35M projected
shortfall in FY2021 revenues

Once fully funded at 30% of adopted FY2020 General Fund Revenues, General Fund Reserves
will equal approximately $60M, with approximately $27M in Catastrophic Reserves and $33M in
Stability Reserves. Because the COVID-19 crisis is both a catastrophic event and has brought
about a protracted economic downturn, funds from both Reserves should be allocated. With the
proposed amended Reserves policy in place, only %5 of Reserves can be allocated in a single
fiscal year; thus approximately $20M is available to be allocated towards FY2021 shortfalls.

Given the extreme nature of this crisis, and the severity of the financial shock, this item allocates
the full approximately $20M - $9M of Catastrophic Reserves and $11M of Stability Reserves - to
support COVID-19-related costs and loss of expected income for FY2021. It's important to note
that, having fully funded Reserves at the 30% level (~60M), a withdrawal of 4 of the “topped-off”
Reserves fund still leaves more funds in Reserves than are currently available. Current
Reserves = $37.8M. Adding another ~$22M brings the balance up to ~$60M. One third of $60M
is $20M - which would be allocated to support the FY2021 General Fund, leaving a full $40M in
Reserves for future use - $2.2M more than we have now.

Assuming the shortfall for FY 2021 is $32-35M (with Measure P funds going towards the
allocations that were previously made by Council, or reallocated to other Homeless
services/Measure P purposes), the allocation from Reserves would reduce the City’s funding
shortfall to $12-15M. This reduction would allow for cuts at 6% to 8% rather than 10%, 12% or
15%, as previously anticipated.

With better information about the City’s financial picture likely available one year from now, as
the City Council determines the 2022-2023 Budget, additional allocations from Reserves, or
cuts to General Fund expenditures, if any, can be determined based on better projections and
information. Cutting too much at this time is unwarranted when adequate Reserves are
available; additional reductions, if necessary, can be made at quarterly and mid-year 2021
updates, or when the budget for the next two-year cycle is determined. For now, supplementing
the 2021 Budget with approximately $20M from Reserves is prudent, and the use of General
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Fund Reserves for these purposes, in this limited manner, is more than justified: the City’s “rainy
day” has arrived.

Background for Referral #4: Adopt a replenishment schedule, as required in the General
Fund Reserves Policy, to replenish General Fund Reserves to 30% of prior year General
Fund Revenues within ten years

As noted previously, with Reserves fully funded at 30% of adopted FY 2020 General Fund
revenues, Reserves will be approximately the same, or possibly greater than the current
Reserves balance, even after allocating 3 of Reserves to support the FY2021 revenue shortfall.
Nevertheless, it would be prudent to replenish Reserves to the full 30% level if possible, and this
item proposes a means to replenish Reserves to the full 30% within 10 years, so that funds are
available for a protracted COVID-19 downturn, or for another downturn or event.

General Fund Reserve Policy requires Council to adopt a “replenishment schedule”
simultaneously with any draw down on Reserves Funds. The proposed schedule is as follows:

Starting In FY2022, $3M from unassigned General Fund Balance is assigned to General Fund
Reserves, with 55% assigned to the Stabilization Reserve Fund and 45% to the Catastrophic
Reserve Fund, until such time as General Fund Reserves equal 30% of the previous year’s
General Fund Revenues (minus any additional Reserves that may be withdrawn to address
another catastrophic event and/or downturn, or the same event - COVID-19 - in a future year).

With an approximately $20M withdrawal from General Fund Reserves and a start date for
replenishment of FY 2022, It is expected that full replenishment will be completed within 8 years
of withdrawal ($3M x 7 years = $21M), well within the General Fund Reserves Policy’s
preference for Reserves to be replenished within 10 years of a withdrawal, if possible. The final
replenishment installment may be less than $3M.

The proposed replenishment schedule applies only to the approximately $20M withdrawal of
General Fund Reserves made in support of the FY2021 Budget. Any additional amounts that
may be withdrawn to address another catastrophic event, or for COVID-19-related purposes in a
future year, will be replenished according to a schedule adopted at the time of such withdrawal.

Background for Referral #5: Direct the City Manager to return to Council for adoption a
revised FY2021 budget that includes the approximately $20M in additional General Funds
made available through allocation of ' of fully funded Catastrophic and Stability
Reserves, including all Measure P allocations made by the City Council in December of
2019, and incorporating approximately $12-15M in spending reductions.

The City Manager has projected a budget shortfall of $28M, but the projection assumes
Measure P allocations made by the City Council in December of 2019 are nullified, and
Measure P monies are available to support other General Fund expenditures. This proposed or
assumed nullification of Measure P allocations does not conform with the promises made to
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Berkeley voters, the community or Council’s repeatedly expressed priorities, or with the
humanitarian imperative that homelessness presents. With Measure P allocations included in
the FY2021 budget, the General Fund shortfall is approximately $32-35M. The allocation of
$20M from General Fund Reserves reduces the shortfall to approximately $12-15M,
representing only 6-8% total reductions in General Fund spending for FY2021, not 10-15% as
might be necessary without the allocation of 4 of fully funded Reserves.

This less impactful set of expenditure reductions is a prudent way to start off; avoiding
reductions that may be unnecessary when community needs are increasing. These budget
allocations, as well as City’'s FY2021 revenue projections, will be revisited quarterly during
FY2021, and can be adjusted as necessary.

Currently, the City is likely at the “apex of uncertainty” regarding near and longer-term revenues,
as well as knowing the extent of evolving community needs. The City’s income projections are
conservative, as has been the practice of the City over time, and as is prudent in an
environment of such uncertainty. Reducing services too deeply and too quickly can be harmful
and costly to the City and the local economy in both the short and long terms; we suggest that a
better course is to supplement FY2021 income with monies available from General Fund
Reserves, and reduce expenditures a more modest amount. Additional adjustments, if
necessary, can be made in the future.

ENVIRONMENTAL SUSTAINABILITY

The measures recommended in this item will protect important sustainability programs from
potentially excessive reductions in funding, thus ensuring that important environmental
initiatives can still move forward.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS
This item proposes prudent measures that conform with the General Fund Reserves policy and
other policies relating to management of the City of Berkeley’s finances.

AMENDING THE CITY COUNCIL’'S POLICY FOR THE GENERAL FUND RESERVES

WHEREAS, the General Fund Reserves ensures the City’s ability to maintain vital services
to the community during times of economic uncertainty; and

WHEREAS, the City is committed to achieving long-term fiscal stability as well as mitigating
the negative impacts of extraordinary risk such as earthquakes, fires, floods, public health
emergencies and pandemics; and

WHEREAS, the current General Fund Reserve level of 17.43% is consistent with GFOA’s
best practice recommended minimum General Fund level of 16.7%; and

WHEREAS, specific portions of the reserves should be designated for catastrophic and
stabilization purposes and should be reported separately from the General Fund Balance;
and

WHEREAS, when using the General Fund Reserves the City should specify the purpose
for the use of reserve funds, the time frame in which the reserve funds can be used, and
how much will be used during that time frame. In addition the use and replenishment of
the General Fund Reserves policy should allow flexibility in the timeframe in which the
reserve funds can be used and the definition of catastrophic reserve should be amended

to include public health emergencies and pandemics. | Commented [SH1]: This section will need to be rewritten to
reflect the changes to be adopted.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Berkeley that the
attached exhibit titled General Fund Reserves Policy is hereby adopted.

City of Berkeley
General Fund Reserves Policy

Policy

The General Fund is the City's primary operating fund. It is not connected to any one
revenue source and may be used at the City's discretion. The General Fund is the
operation fund that pays for general services provided by the City as well as public
safety and capital improvements. The General Fund accounts for all general revenues
and expenditures of the City related to the delivery of the City's general services not
specifically collected or levied for other City funds.

The City of Berkeley is committed to achieving long-term fiscal stability as well as
mitigating the negative impacts of extraordinary risk such as earthquakes, fires, floods,

public health emergencies, pandemics|, and economic volatility. A key attribute of a Commented [SH2]: As recommended by the Budget and

financially stable organization is appropriate reserves. Strong reserves position an hiNANCRICOMMItes
organization to weather significant economic downturns more effectively, manage the

consequences of outside agency actions that may result in revenue reductions, and

address unexpected emergencies such as natural disasters and other catastrophic

events. Establishing an adequate General Fund Reserves policy allows the City to

mitigate current and future financial risks resulting from economic instability or

catastrophic loss.

Functions of Reserves: Stability and Catastrophic

The City of Berkeley will establish and maintain adequate General Fund Reserves
("Reserves") to prepare for the impact of economic cycles and catastrophic events and
assure fluctuations in revenue do not impede the City's ability to meet expenditure
obligations. When revenues fail to meet the City's normal operating requirements, or the
need for disbursements temporarily exceeds receipts, General Fund Reserves, upon a
two-thirds vote of the City Council, may be used in accordance with the standards set
forth herein.

The Reserves shall be comprised of two elements: a Stability Reserve and a
Catastrophic Reserve. The Reserves shall not be used for ongoing or new programs or
services.

A Stability Reserve will be maintained to mitigate loss of service delivery and financial
risks associated with unexpected revenue shortfalls during a single fiscal year or during
a prolonged recessionary period. The purpose of the Stability Reserve is to provide
fiscal stability in response to unexpected downturns or revenue shortfalls, and not to
serve as a funding source for new programs or projects, [unless such programs or
projects are directly related to recovery from the unexpected shortfall or recessionary

period, and have been duly approved by the City Council. Commented [SH3]: Because General Fund reserves

or through enabling legislation.

e The committed fund balance classification includes amounts that can be used
only for the specific purposes determined by a formal action by the City
Council.

o Amounts in the assigned fund balance classification are intended to be used
by the government for specific purposes but do not meet the criteria to be
classified as restricted or committed.

Target Reserves Levels

The General Fund Reserves consists of the total of the Stability Reserve and the
Catastrophic Reserve. 55% of the Reserves shall be allocated to the Stability Reserve
and 45% to the Catastrophic Reserve.

Effective immediately, the target level for the Reserves shall be a minimum of 13.8%
of 2017 Adopted General Fund Revenues with an Intermediate Goal of a minimum of
16.7% [2020 Adopted General Fund Revenues by the end of Fiscal Year 2020, if
financially feasible. The Council hereby adopts a long-term goal of Reserves of a
minimum of 30% of the same year's Adopted General Fund Revenues, to be achieved
within no more than 10 years. Based on a risk assessment (according to best
practices), to be updated at least every five years, the Council may consider
increasing or lowering the General Fund Reserves level.

IAttaining the long-term goal of General Fund Reserves of a minimum of 30% of the
same year's Adopted General Fund Revenues is important to the long-term financial
health and stability of the City. Starting in Fiscal Year 2018, to achieve the City's
intermediate and long-term Reserves Goals, 50% of Excess Equity above the first $1 M
shall be allocated to Reserves, until such time as the 30% long-term goal has been
achieved, at which time only amounts necessary to maintain 30% reserves shall be
allocated to Reserves by application of this formula-Additional Excess Equity or other
available funds may be allocated to Reserves by a majority vote of the City Council at
any time.

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Appropriation and Replenishment of the General Fund Reserves

INo more than one-third (1/3) of General Fund Reserves shall be appropriated per
year, per event. Appropriation of General Fund Reserves shall be for the purposes
stated in this Policy. A catastrophic event may require an immediate response and
also trigger unexpected revenue shortfalls during a single fiscal year or during a
prolonged recessionary period, in which case the City Council may appropriate funds
from both Catastrophic and Stability Reserves to respond to the same event in the
same year, so long as the total amount appropriated does not exceed 30% of all
General Fund Reserves. |

The City Manager shall recommend a replenishment schedule for all monies proposed
for appropriation from the General Fund Reserves. The replenishment schedule shall
be adopted simultaneous with the appropriation to withdraw Reserve funds or, if
infeasible due to emergency circumstances, no more than 3 months from the date of
the withdrawal appropriation. Repayment shall begin no more than 5 years from the
date of withdrawal and be completed within 10 years from the date of withdrawal.
While staff envisions that, in most cases, repayment will start as soon as possible, the
repayment guidelines are meant to reflect a commitment to maintain a sufficient
Reserve, while also recognizing that a use of Reserve funds may occur during an
economic downturn and it may be necessary to postpone repayment while the
economy improves.

Usage of the General Fund Stability Reserve
The General Fund Stability Reserve shall only be drawn upon if all of the following
criteria are met:

1. City revenues are insufficient to meet normal operating expenses.

2. A hiring freeze has been implemented, with exceptions only for designated
positions as appropriate to maintain essential and core services to the public
that support public health, safety, and welfare. Essential services will be
determined at the time of fiscal emergency with a recommendation from the
City Manager to be approved by City Council.

3. User fees and services charges are being fully utilized for those services
for which they were collected.

4. A declaration of fiscal emergency is made by ordinance before drawing on
the reserves. Fiscal emergency is defined as the following:

The General Fund Stability Reserve shall only be used in the following manner:

1. Stability Reserve funds shall be prioritized to preserve essential services
and necessary staffing levels determined at the time of the fiscal emergency
witha recommendation from the City Manager to be approved by the City
Council.

2. All other reasonable and available expenditure reduction measures shall
have been taken by the City Manager and the City Council before using
one-time funding to support operational positions.

3. Operational positions shall not receive Stability Reserve funds for longer than
two years except in extreme conditions.

The purpose of this memo is to provide an overview of the City’s Housing Trust Fund (HTF), the
current balance of HTF program funds, and an overview of how HTF funds can be used.

The City of Berkeley created its HTF program in 1990%. Berkeley’s HTF pools funds for affordable
housing development and predevelopment costs from a variety of sources with different
requirements, and makes them available through one single application process to local
developers. The purpose of the HTF is to develop and preserve long-term below market rate
housing for low, very low, and extremely-low income households in order to maintain and
enhance the ethnic and economic diversity of the City.

Revenues for the HTF come from the following sources:

e Federal HOME Partnership for Investment Program (HOME Program) annual allocations;

e Allocated Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds;

e Housing fees provided by development projects, demolitions and condominium
conversions;

e Proceeds obtained from the sale of City-owned residential properties;

e Payments of interest and principal due to the City from borrowers of previous HTF loans;

e Funds from other sources authorized by the City Council and the voters.

Under the HTF Guidelines, the Housing Advisory Commission advises Council on HTF
allocations. HTF proceeds are awarded to eligible projects as loans that must be repaid on
favorable terms.

Total Housing Trust Fund Resources

While the “Housing Trust Fund” name may imply that all funds are pooled together in a single
fund code for accounting purposes, the City maintains each source separately. The balance of
funds available for the HTF program as of this writing on March 3, 2020 is $6,704,128.

Housing Trust Fund Mitigation Fee Revenue

The majority of the funding now available for allocation in the HTF came from fees, and has
accrued over time. Fee income is variable with the market and the timing difficult to predict
precisely because it depends on individual development project timelines.

Table 2 provides an overview of the total HTF fees collected over time. The vast majority of the
AHMF have been collected in the past year. The first AHMF was collected in 2015 with a
payment of $280,000 for the Aquatic at 800 University then $1.58M for the Varsity on Durant.
Over the next three years, $2.9 million in AHMF were collected. Since January 2019, over $7.8
million in AHMF have been collected.

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Housing Mitigation Fee (Commercial)

In 1993, the City established a housing linkage fee on commercial development, designed to
mitigate the need for affordable housing it creates. On June 3, 2014 Council adopted Resolution
66,617 N.S. which updated this fee which applies to all new commercial construction in which
the net additional, newly constructed gross floor area is over 7,500 square feet. Most
commercial new construction projects in the City are below this threshold. Applicants may
either 1) create one unit of housing either on site or off site within the City of Berkeley (with an
average size of two bedrooms) affordable to households whose income is at or below 30% of
the area median income, or 2) pay an equivalent In-Lieu Impact Fee according to a schedule.
None of these funds can be used for administration.

Inclusionary In Lieu Fee BMC 23C.12

In 1986 the City adopted an Inclusionary Housing Ordinance (IHO), which required, among
other things, that a percentage of all new residential rental units in projects of 5 or more units
be provided at below market rates for the life of the project. The IHO only includes an in-lieu
fee option for ownership units, not for rental, although it does allow for fractional unit fees for
rental. A 2009 decision of the California Court of Appeal (Palmer/Sixth Street Properties v. City
of Los Angeles (2009) 175 Cal. App. 4th 1396) held that the City may not require rents to be
limited in rental projects unless it provides assistance to the rental project, thus invalidating the
City’s IHO requirements for rental projects. The City still enforces the IHO for ownership
projects, but this year’s Bloom project is the first new condo development since 2007. 100% of

the fee must be deposited in the City’s HTF; none of these funds can be used for administration.

Condominium Conversion Fee BMC 21.28.070

The Condominium Conversion Ordinance allows property owners to convert rental units to
ownership units subject to certain requirements and payment of an Affordable Housing
Mitigation Fee (AHMF). This fee shares a name with—but is different from—the AHMF for new
construction market-rate housing in BMC 22.20.065. The ordinance went through a period of
frequent revisions so previously converted properties were subject to a variety of
requirements. Currently, the fee is based on the appraised value or sales price of the unit and
is 4% for properties with two units and 8% for properties with three or more units. Not more
than 10% of revenues can be used for HTF program delivery. Not more than 10% of revenues
can be used for HTF program and project monitoring and enforcement. Not less than 80% of
revenues must be placed into the City of Berkeley HTF to finance activities described as eligible
in the City of Berkeley HTF Program Guidelines.

Affordable Housing Mitigation Fee (Residential)

In 2010, as a result of the Palmer court decision, the City replaced its IHO requirements for
rental housing with the Affordable Housing Mitigation Fee (AHMF). Developments are subject
to whichever requirement was in place at the time they obtained a Use Permit. Together these
requirements are referred to as the City’s Below Market Rate (BMR) program.
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The AHMF requires new market rate developments to provide affordable housing units equal in
number to 20% of the market rate units, or to pay a fee per market rate unit, or provide a
combination of units and fee. Effective July 1, 2018, the AHMF is $37,962 per new unit of rental
housing, payable at the issuance of Certificate of Occupancy. If the AHMF is paid in its entirety
no later than issuance of the building permit, the fee is $34,884 per new unit of rental housing.
Resolution 68,074-N.S. established the fee and the method to adjust the fee every other year.
In most cases, developers choosing to provide units on site in lieu of paying the fee also receive
credit under the state Density Bonus law, allowing them to increase the number of market rate
units produced. Ten percent of the funds can be used for program delivery.

HOME Investment Partnership Program

Historically, the most consistent source of funds in the HTF has been HOME funds. From FY
2000 through FY 2012, the City received an average of nearly $1.3M in HOME funds annually.
The HOME allocation peaked in FY 2005 when the City received $1.5M. In FY 2013, however,
the allocation was cut by over one-half and has remained near this level ever since. The City’s
FY2020 allocation of HOME funds is $737,273. Ninety percent of this allocation is placed in the
HTF and ten percent is used for program delivery costs. HOME funds come with many federal
requirements, including onerous commitment deadlines and required scopes of work, that
make administering decreasing funds increasingly challenging. For at least five years each
federal budget process has involved proposals to greatly reduce or eliminate HOME, though
City of Berkeley HOME funding has not changed appreciably.
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Council’s Fiscal Policies
The fiscal policies adopted by the Council include:

Focusing on the long-term fiscal health of the City by adopting a two-year budget
and conducting multi-year planning;

Building a prudent reserve;

Developing long-term strategies to reduce unfunded liabilities;
Controlling labor costs while minimizing layoffs;

Allocating one-time revenue for one-time expenses;

Requiring enterprise and grant funds to balance and new programs to pay for
themselves; and

Any new expenditure requires new revenue or expenditure reductions.

Transfer Tax in excess of $12.5 million will be treated as one-time revenue to be used
for the City’s capital infrastructure needs (Fund 501).

As the General Fund subsidy to the Safety Members Pension Fund declines over the
next several years, the amount of the annual decrease will be used to help fund the new
Police Employee Retiree Health Plan (Fund 731).

Starting in FY 2019, staff costs as approved by the City Council that exceed the
enforcement fees and penalties shall be appropriated from the short term rental taxes
collected pursuant to BMC Section 23C.22.050, Section H, with the primary allocation of
the rental tax to the purposes listed below:

1 Two thirds (66.7%) allocated to the Affordable Housing Trust Fund.

1 One third (33.3%) allocated to the Civic Arts Grant Fund.
