General committee discussion and questioning centered on the rules of the
program at the Rodeway, harm reduction efforts, the efforts to provide
permanent (not just interim) housing, the role of the Police in any
interventions, and the role of those with lived experience of homelessness
in the planning process.

Commissioner Andrews requested that
updates on this item be agendized for the Committee in the future.
