We are the largest city department, with 323 authorized FTE. Currently we have a vacancy rate of just over 15%. Normally we hover around 10-13%  Effectively that means we’ve been down 7-16 more people than usual over the past year. 

-Very competitive for licensed professionals
-Many positions are promotional, so a downhill effect. 
-COVID Hiring Freeze, limited in capacity to conduct testing and therefore abilty to recruit. We are working closely with HR about increasing our effiency in filling vacancies

The chart shows On-Street (Meters) and Off-Street (garages) Funds side by side each fiscal year, beginning with FY 2019. Budgeted revenue is blue. Actuals are in orange. As you can see FY 2019 went according to schedule and revenues were slightly up vs budgeted. Then in FY 20, the covid impacts were felt in Q4. 

In FY 21 the COVID impacts were felt over the whole year and were very dramatic

On this slide I’ll highlight the some of the key budget challenges facing department. 

First and foremost and the impacts to parking funds. The table showing the revenue loss comparing adopted budgets vs actuals or projected actuals during the COVID era. As noted before, FY 20 had 4th quarter revenues cut off. We see FY 21 show the heaviest losses, and in FY 22 we see some recovery but still way below what was projected preCoVid. I also wanted to highlight our beginning FY 20 fund balances which are expected to be totally exhausted by FY 22, and so adding to the revenue loss we see more of a total impact. over $32.M

We also have the state requirements to implement regulations in Zero Waste required by SB 1383 legislation to increase organics diversion levels. Our initialestimated costs to implement are approximately $600,000. There also is a deadline to be compliant by January 1, 2022. Like most cities, that will be a scramble and hard to meet. We are hearing that CalRecycle will prioritize technical assistance rather then enforcement at the start. 

This has been noted previously in our CIP presentations, but we have a collective deferred maintenance and infrastructure improvements need of over $1.0B for assets that public Works oversees. Part of our proposals request GF for FY 2022 aimed at these unfunded needs and we will highlight them in the next slides.

This slide highlights all of the deferrals that impacted Public Works over the last year

Telegraph Channing Mall/Garage elevator - $800k is what we had set-aside in Off-Street parking funding for construction, this fund balances reserve has been wiped our by our operating budget shortfall. We have proceeded with design on this project and have developed refined construction cost estimates, which now project an additional $1M cost. We are working on funding strategies to deliver this project given this new cost. 

Equipment Replacement fund absorbed over $1.6M in deferrals in FY 21. between the deferral of PD’s contribution to fleet replacement and the usual transfer from the GF for fire truck lease payments. While the fund has immediate cash to handle this deferral in given year, the fund is actually significantly over-committed, and over the next few years, will need not only the deferral to end and funding resumed, but also the funding deferred funding will need to be restored.

Sidewalk 5050 program catchup (FY 21 planned excess equity)
ADA Transition Plan Implementation (FY 21 planned excess equity)
EV Charging (removed from FY 20 budget)

This slid is a summary of General Fund impacts to our FY 22 proposed budget. There are very minor edits from the previously published version
For the Parking Funds, key expense components that can use General Fund Support are 
Continuing from FY 2021: 
Debt Service Payment for the Garage Bond
PD Parking Enforcement Personnel and Non-Personnel
Backfill of TCM Elevator Budget.
Parking Meter Replacement (between loss of fund balance and unrealized revenue, we project that the fund will not be able to fund a planned replacement of parking meters with its own funds. The request could be up to the full amount of replacement of $6M. The amount requested for FY 23 will vary by how the Parking Revenue recovers and how the federal recovery funds will be allocated. 

Fleet – as I mentioned in the previous slide, ending the deferral for those two items. Not necessarily in FY22 but over the next few years we will need the repayment to the Equipment Replacement fund. 

EV Charging Infrastructure. 30 stations at various city facilities. The $1.15M request includes a restoration of 300 k deferred.

Vision 2050 Planning – funding options, feasibility, looing at at new infrastructure bond in nov 22. includes outreach and financial management and bond management 

This next item is an earmark for a General Fund commitment to subsidize a discount for Very Low Income residents for their Sanitary Sewer bill. EBMUD is helping coordinate this discount program, call CAP Customer Assistance Program with local agencies, and they currently administer most of our sewer billing. They offer qualifying customers 35% off their water bill, if we were to participate at that level, it would reach over 430 costumers and project to $55k cost. Currently the city does administer at discount program more narrow in scope, we offer 100% discount, but only average 40 qualifying customers. We will come back to council with a standalone item on this to discuss further, but this recommendation from the department is to participate with EBMUD and expand the number of people who qualify. 
Future considerations
ADA Transition Plan Implementation – plan update will be finished over the next few months, will give us a better picture of the needs and priorities for curing deficiencies. $1m was a placeholder, future CIP proposals will be more specific by facilities or PROW programs. 
Sidewalks – T1 is funding next 2-3years but beyond, we have a projected $2m need beyond that to complete our 5050 list backlog
