The working group
should also revisit the signature sign-off process currently contained in the application
process for a City of Berkeley streetlight, in order to streamline the process. The revised
process should include requesting neighborhood input but not allow neighbors to veto a
proposed streetlight location. The Public Works Commission should provide an update
on their work at the next City/UC Student Relations Committee meeting.
