There needs to be
more oversight at facilities. There is a stigma in shelters if a disabled person
cannot take care of themselves in shared spaces if EDI cannot help them bathe.
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There needs to be safe storage for insulin storage. Under ADA when you live
somewhere you have rights to visitors, as it relates to site visit at Pathways.
