General Comments:

In 2015, we reported Parker Place to have 7 Low-Income units with a total of 155 units. We realized this year that number was incorrect. Therefore,
we are correcting that number to be an additonal 12 Very Low-Income and 12 Low-income units. Therefore, the numbers should read: 12 Very Low{
Income, 19 Low-Income and 125 Above Moderate-Income units (totalling 155 units).
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
