Eric Anderson, Senior Transportation Planner for the Vision Zero Program, gave
a presentation of design options as well as a detailed analysis leading to the
proposal of a preferred alternative for a protected bikeway on Milvia Street from
Hearst Avenue to Blake Street. The project is currently in conceptual design;
public outreach and environmental review to follow. Commissioners suggested
that the following be considered: pedestrian improvements, the cost of preserving
parking, loading zone policies, lighting improvements, traffic calming, and
referring to bike lanes as mobility lanes.
