Universal wastes (UW) are common products that, when disposed of improperly, pose certain risks to human 
health and the evironment.  UW must be taken to a facility that will recycle or properly dispose of them.  

Recycling locations in Berkeley are listed below.      

ALL household batteries including 
alkaline, button cell, cell phone batteries, 
rechargeable batteries, nickel cadmium 
(Ni-Cd), lithium and gel cell

Compact fluorescents, fluorescent tubes, 
high intensity discharge, metal halide, 
sodium and neon (Not incandescent light 
bulbs)

Including cell phones, computers and 
peripheral equipment, pagers, radios, 
VCRs, answering machines and TVs

Including thermometers, gauges, 
switches, thermostats, “light-up” shoes, 
singing greeting cards, flashing jewelry
